ING AFFAIR.

SAD SHOOT

Yesterday a young man named George
Wells was accidentally shot dead by an
intimate acquaintance named Thos. Lau- |
rence. Wells was foreman in Mr. Arch.
Miller’s shop, on Upper Water Street, and
Laurence was (‘m}»ln_\'ml in Egan’s (gun-
maker) shop, which is in the same build-
ing, there being open communication be-
| tween the two shops. Joth proprictors
| were out, and the men were 8kylarking, as
was their wont. While Wells was fixing
some tins on a shelf, Laurence came be-
hind him with an old gun, and fixing a
cap on it, intending to startle his friend by
the ‘‘snap,” pulled the trigger. As it
turned out, the gun was loaded, with a
bullet, which entered Well’s left ear, pass-
ed out at Lis right, and buried itself in the
wooden partition between the two shops.
The unfortunate man never spoke a word.
Laurence, after going to a drug store for
assistance, gave himself up to Detective
Hutt., Wells, who was dbout 44 years of
age, leaves a wife and one child. Laurence
is & young man, of good reputation, and
the two were bosom friends. They be-
longed to the same division of the Union
Engine Company, and thus were more in-
timate. Of course Laurence feels very
badly over the sad affayr, and is much de-
pressed. The gun is one of a numbér
which Mr. Egan, by a process peculiar to
himself, was cleaning for the United
States Government. It had been in Lau-
rence’s hands for two days, and had bad a
red hot bar run down the barrel. One of
the same guns, while being cleaned some
days ago, was found to be loaded, but this
one it was thought, was empty. An in-
quest will be held to-day.— Herald, 13th

INQUEST.

An' inquest on the remains of Mr. Geo.
Wells, the young mun accidentally shot on
Thursday, was commenced before Coroner
Farrell on Saturday afternoon and adjourn-
ed till' to-day. It seems that the gun with
which the young man was shot was one of
a lot of old muskets used by the Confeder-
ates in the late American civil - war and
soid by the United States Government.
Mr. Egan had purchased several hundred
of these and Laurcnce was at work - alter-
ing them so as 40 make them lighter. Be-
fore Mr. Egan bought them they had all
been bored out in a lathe to clear out the
rust and the barrels polished. Laurence
had been working on the gun in question
all the morning and from the work done
on it did not suppose it possible that it
could be loaded. He heated _the breech
red hot and sawed the back sight off. He
had the breech out, but must have neglect-
ed to look: throngh the barrel to make sure
it was empty, for he afterwards inserted a
red hot bar of iron in the barrel to heat it
80 that he could solder on the ramrod
loops: - He finished the work on the gun
and neyer dreaming that it was paossible it
could be loaded and go through what it
had without exploding, he put a cap on
and went iuto Miller’s, with the résult al-
ready detailed. ' Thc charge which caused
the death of young Wells must have been
in.the gun ever since the late American
civil war.—Chronicle, 16th inst.

An accident of sgmewhat similar na-
ture to the above, zgjurrf\d at St. John
about fif ty-four years ago, in which a school
fellow of the writer bore.a very unfortun-
ate part. Two brothers living with their
Grandfather; while amusing themselves in
an upper chamber, by some means got
hold of an old pistol and imm~diately com-
menced snapping it at one another. Be-
coming tired of that the elder one took the
pistol and happenping to look out of the
window saw an old gentleman in the act
of passing, and said to his brother, now
T'll shoot old uncle —.
