At the present juncture in our 
imperial affairs more than ordinary 
firmness and efficient statesmanship 
are required. The welfare, interests, 
honor and stability <7f the Empire de 
pend upon wise governmental manage 
ment. Although no devestating or 
overturning war is raging juqt now, 
yet the elements of strife among the 
nations are abundant and ominous.
The Berlin Treaty, for the time being, 
caused a cessation of fictive hostilities 
on the continent ; but though national 
rivalries and jealousies were apparent 
ly smothered, they were not destroyed.
The stipulations and provisionary ar­
rangements of that treaty have not 
been fully carried out. Great Britain be 
ing a party to this compact of the great 
European powers, cannot divest her­
self of grave responsibilities, which in 
her behalf, Lord Beaconsfield assumed 
at the Berlin continental conference.

.In addition to the obligations and 
entanglements that were imposed on 
the British Empire by that treaty, dis­
astrous wars in Afghanistan and South 
Africa have supervened.

Lord Beaconsfield’s policy in relation 
to European difficulties, as well as in 
the wars in Asia and in Africa, to which 
we have just referred, were stoutly 
opposed and vehemently denounced by 
Gladstone. Under the outgoing Pre. 
mier, Great Britain has been committed 
to certain lines of policy, which, by his 
successor cannot be either ignored or 
repudiated. National pledges cannot 
be disregarded. No matter how much- 
soever Lord Beaconsfield’s political 
opponents may have been in antagon­
ism to his policy, and to treaties to 
which the faith of the Empire, through 
hie official functions, are solemnly 
pledged, tliey àre bound, as far as pos­
sible, to practically respect all treaties, 
whether wisely or unwisely thus enter 
ed into. The national integrity must 

#be sacredly unsullied, and its honor 
untarnished.

The incoming Ministry, then, will 
find it no easy matter to shape a policy, 
under the circumstances, in accordance 
with their pre-uttered views and avow­
ed adherence to certain principles of 
Government.

We are living in an age of personal 
discontent, of social restlessness, and 
of migratory tendencies. Home and 
country are losing their traditional 
adhesiveness. The spirit of locomotion 
has become a popular mania. Compa­
ratively few are like Goldsmith’s model 
clergymen, who *• Ne’er had changed, 
or wished to change his place.’ Multi­
tudes, like wild geece at the close of 
winter, are on the wing. This Spring, 
we are sorry to say, hundreds—we may 
say thousands—are leaving Nova Scotia 
in search of ft u better land.” Our 
young men who, physically speaking, 
are “ the bone and sinew” of the coun 
ty are leaving it. Some are on the w&y 
to California, some are intent upon 
securing pros* erity and a happy life in 
the wilds of Manitoba, and others are 
wending their way to the prairie lands 
ot the United States. All are hopeful 
of success. Our young women, too, 
are also leaving the homes of their 
childhood ia pursuit of happiness. 
These are not bound for the far away 
solitudes of the developing “ West.” 
Their aim and hope are principally 
confined to employment in the cities, 
and prospectively to homes of their 
own in the land wither they are jour­
neying.

A few of these self expatriated 
wanderers from home may possibly 
realize, in a good degree, their inflated 
expectations, but most of them, we 
sorrowfully predict, will encounter 
disappointment, waste tneir best days 
m hardship and unrenumerativedrudg 
ery, and at times.have ail the yearnings 
for their early homes, which animated 
the Jewish captives when “They sat 
down by the rivers of Bibylon 
wept.” Thousands of the^e won- 
in their life struggle, will have 
reminiscences of the old family home 
stead and of scenes that were daguvi- 
reotyped on their affections in child­
hood. The young women being endow­
ed with tenderer sensibilities and 
warmer heart-throbings than the stern­
er sex will think of home oftenest and 
most fondly. One of our Nova Scotia 
girls, without the benefit of a mother’s 
counsels, and afar from the hallowing 
influences of a well-ordered home, and 
exposed to seductive temptations, is 
placed in perilous circumstances. She 
would be safer and happier under the 
parental roof.

The migration of so many of our 
young people would be a matter of less 
regret, if our country did not afford 
ample means of securing a comfortable 
livelihood by the industrious and fru­
gal, and of “ laying up” a competency 
for old age. In Nova Scotia there is 
enough to do remuneratively. The 
hope of realizing immediate wealth away 
from home induces many to leave. The 
migration fever is a moral disease,high­
ly infectious, which is now raging 
throughout the length and breadth of 
the land, and it seems to rage in spite 
of all counteracting influences. We 
may deplore that the work of depopu­
lation is thus progressing; but we can­
not even check, much less prevent it. 
To reason with people determined to 
go, is like an evangelist in a graveyard, 
preaching to tombstones.

Raising Wheat.
Dept, of Railways and Canals, 

Ottawa,,1st April. 1880.
The old folks, who are now a small 

and decreasing proportion of our popu­
lation, inform us that fifty or sixty 
years ago but a small modicum of the 
bread stuffs then used in our fertile 
valley, was imported from abroad. 
The other day a hoary-headed man, far 
advanced in life, informed us that his 
chin was thickly bearded before he 
ever saw an imported barrel of flour, 
and that the crops of wheat were then 
abundant. Nearly a period of forty 
years has elapsed since the ravages of 
the weevil had a disheartening effect 
upon farmers, who had previously rais­
ed a sufficiency of wheat for their own 
consumption, and to spare. Year after 
year the depredations of the insectile 
destroyer referred to become more and 
more destructive, till at length little or 
no wheat was sown. Waving grain- 
fields and gol<j#n harvests ceased to be 
prominent features in our rural land­
scapes. Of course a failure in this 
species of crop imposed upon our best 
farmers the necessity of importing all 
the wheat flour from abroad which they 
iisjed. Granaries that formerly had 
been well filled, were empty, and the' 
grniin mills were comparatively useless ; 
and our agriculturists sighed for the 
by-gone years of cereal abundance.

About three or four years ago. it be­
come encouragingly apparent that (be
