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ing out of our slumbor, then it is now a part of vur
duty to ropair, as far as we can, tho effect of many
formor years of apathy and negloct. Wo aro eallod
upon nuw to crowd, as it woro, into the uncortain
remains of ovur sojourn he.. un carth, thoso oxer-
tions fur tho cnlargemont of the boundnries of
the Savivur's kingdum and tho salvation of men,
which ought to Lave cowmenced with tho first
yoar of our life, and to oxhibit an attention
1aoro Ardont and energetic than as ever yet been at-
tned.  Qur duty to tho heatben is in long and in-
excusablo arroars, and the debt must bo discharged
with interest. I have, on former yoars, beon gieat-
ly indobted to tho compassionate hindness of a libe-
ral and bonevolont friend, who kncw thas my speech

os wore of such arude sod undigested kind as to
vecd an application, which he has again favored me
with; and God bless the individual thatsent it! We
vnly want somo ono or two hundred more such in
our Connexion. Tho application is, * A Dobtor's
Eighth Instalmont, £50:" to which is added, * An
Auxiliary effort towards the £60,000 wanted for the
proscut year, £10." Now, let every man pay his
dcebts, nnd overy man send an extra instalment for
the twolve Missionaries who arerto be sont to India
and to Caffraria, and to Ireland, which we cannot
refuse at your Lordship's request. That must be
dane, como what will ; for we have too much of the
courtosy for «vhich your country is celebrated, and
too much of the Christian fecliog, to turn a deaf ear
to tho appeal which you have made to us. I re-
membor nn cxcellont fricnd of ours who once visit-
od us from Ireland, made a statement respecting it
to tho same offcct as your Lordship hasdone, though
it was not quite so cocroctly oxpressed as your Lord-
ship is in the habit of doing; he exclaimed, * You
havo told us of Missionaries who have gonoe to overy
part of tho globo; but, O my poor country! my
poor country hias had nothing done for it.”” I hope
all Christinn denominations, and all religious Insti-
tutions, 1.ill feel themselves called upon to do more
than ever thoy have douo to spread pure and vital
Christianity in Ireland, and I rejoice that the ex-
ample is setting us in Iroland itself, with which your
Lordship is not unacquainted, nor are we altogether
unindobted to your Lordsbi&)‘ forit. Ithink, I can
venturo to promise, for tho Treasurer and Comumit-
teo, that your Lordship’s wish shall bo complied
with. We shall make a great cffort, for there is
much moral power lost by the feeble process which
has hcen going on. I wish some of our fricnds
would come dowu into Lancashire, and see our large
factorics there. They are doing a great deal, a2nd
the owaers say, that if they do not, thoy can do no-
thinz. ..ad so must wo. [ donot think it will be
possible for you to get £1000 or £20U0 so oasily;
but taltk of £5000 or £10,600, and, I think, you
will much more casily raise it by proper effort, pro-
poer application, and proper example, than a paltry
augmentation of £700 or £200. l.ord Bacon somc-
svhere ¢hsorves, that hemic desires contribute greas
1y to health; and let a man undertake some great
Mesign, aim at great things, and, by the blessing of
God, bo will accomplish greas things. Lot us con-
tomplote British India—India~India—is on my
heart—containing a hundred millions of souls. Think
of the offorts whichit domands; think of the great
power which persons therc enjoy, and which may
eonduct tho operaticas of Missionaries 3 think of the
countenance which will be afforded to them by
Christians who aro stationed thore ; think of the
horrid suporstitions that defile the face of thr t coun

try, and degrade and render miserable its *sretched
inhabitants ; and that all other moaus waich have
haen tried to correet them have failed, av.d must fail.
It is the Gospel, and tho Gaspel only, hat can do
it. Think of theao things, and say whether it does
not become a great Aissionary Socicty, such has
God bas mado us, while we do no less for any other
part of the globe,~whethor it does not becomo us
ﬁ_o ]ta'lkc a larger part under cultivation of the Indian
iold.

Tho Rev. Tneonore Duar seconded this Roso-
lution, by saying :—I should be wanting in Chyris-
tian courtesy, my Lord, if T were to attempt to ad-
dress yeu at any length at this poriod of the day,
wwhen your patience zird timo have been so long en
trenched upon.  But I cannot merely, stand up and
second this Resolution, without expressing some-
thing of the feclings of gratitude and happiness
which I have onjoycd sinco I have been present in
this Mceting. It gave me groat ploasvro and de-

light, not only to soo but to licar my venerablo and
respeeted fijond, Dir. Wilberforco, whese presence
in my family, on 8 visit, some time ogo, 1 considor-
cd as a gront blossing and privilego. While he was
addrossing you, I was forcilly rowinded of a fact
which came to my koow!cd,e, that tho great and
lholy man, the Rev. Legh Rulimond, whose wat
ings have been translated by the T'ruct Society into
overy language oun tho continent, and havo been
mado instrumental with the Llessing of God, to the
conversion of hundreds—that emment Christian,
who was so stauuch an advocato for the Missionary
causo, till he was transplanted to his final rost and
roward——his conversivo was cwing, under God, to
the reading of Mr. Wilbaiforce's Book on vital
Chvistianity.
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The Epistle from the Yearly Meeting of Friends held
in London-—to the Quarterly and Monthly Meet-
ings of Friends in Great Britain, Ireland, and
elseichere.

DEear Friexps,--We are reverently thankful that
wo have been peormitted to meet tegether on tho
present occasion, and to know the love of God shed
abroad in our hearts, through Jesus Clrist our Lord.
W bave been favoured to {)roccod with the usual
fet important business of this meeting in brother]
harmony, and hove felt thac our spiritual strongth
has beon renewed by thus uniting in roligious travail
for tho best welfaro of our Soci.ty.

Amidst the ordinary engagcmoats of this meeting,
we have recoived accounts of the sufferings of our
members, in support of cur christian testimony a-
gainst tithes and other ecclesiastical domands, as
woll as in consequence of a few claims for military
purposcs ; the amount thus roported is upwards of
thirteen thousaund eight hundred pounds.

In proccoding to unfold the Christian solicitude
which b s provailed in this mecting, we would ex-
press an oarnest dosire that the confidence of all our
dear bLretbren and sisters may ba humbly, yet firmly
fixcd upon God.  He changeth not; his compassions
“ are new cvery morning ;" his promises are sure;
and * his kingdom ruleth over all.”  His * word is
settled in beaven,” and bis ** faithfulness is unto all
genorations.”  Ilis name *is a strong tower; the
righteous runneth ioto it, and is safe.”

It pleased the Father, in his abundant mercy and
love to the human race, in their fallen and lost ¢s-
tate, to give his only begotten Son, the Lord Jesus
Christ, that * whosoever belioveth in lum should not
perish, but have everlasting life.” Ohk! then, that
not ono amopgst us may, by neglecting and under-
valuing this blessed means, como short of thay rest
which is prepared for the geoplo of God. May we
all, in true =nd liviag faith, accept the Saviour of
men as our Redecmer and Deliverer from the thral-
dom ¢. sin. *In Him dweclleth all the fullness of
the Godhead bodily ;" Heis thatcternal Word which
in tho Leginning was with God, and was God ; and
who was made Jesh, and dwelt among men. 1o
offcred himself a sacrifice for our transgressions,
““the just for the unjust;” “we have redemption
through his blood, cven the forgivenoss of sins.”—
He, our cver-living Intercessor and *¢ Advocate with
the Father, Josus Christ the righzcous,”  is passed
into the hcavens,” and * sat down oa the right hand
of the Majesty on high."

‘These sacred and esscatial truths of tho christian
rcligion, were tho faith of our carly predecessors,
and have becn uniformly upheld by our Society,
from their day to the present period. It is & cause
of thankfulncss to us, that we can cotertain she full
persuasion that thosy truths are dear to the fricnds
it this land, in Ircland, and on the American con-
tinent; although <we have to mourn over many, on
the othor side of the .\tlantic, once in fellowshi
with us, who have widely departed from the truth
of the Gospel .—The cpistplury intercourse with our
dear brethren, in those countries, hasbeen maintained
at this time to our instruction and comfort.

In contemplating those highly important truths
to which we have already adverzed, we are renew-
cdly convinced of the groat need there is for a decp
and constant scase of 5:0 infinite powe. aad wisdomn
of God, and of the vers limited facultics of the
human mind. Woe oughto meditato on these things
in humility and sincerity of heart; and reverontly
aad fervoatly to dosirs that our understandings may
Yo illurinated by tho Holy Spirit. Then will our
faith in their vital importance hecome more firmly
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established, and our hearts glow mere and mure
with gratitude to Ged, for the iucstimable blessivgs
proﬁﬁod for us in the Gaspel of life and salvaticn.

We aro thankful that, as a Christinn people, wo
are, through divine ncrey, ¢no in faith ; but how
lngbly incumbent is it that wo should he individually
concerued, not only to accept in simplicity the doc
trinal truth of Holy Secripture, but carnestly to
strive that wo may bo coming up in the practice of
overy Christian virtue ! Look then woto Cbrilt,
dear Friends, we beseech you ; that you may cou ¢
to kuow him to * dwell in your hoarts by faith,*
apd to rule there by ths power of his blessed and
etornal Spirit. Be awakened to the necessity of
*“working out your own salvation with fiar aund
trembling.” L:t tho knowledgo of your proneness,
by nature to trausgress the law of the Lord, incite
you to scok aftor a death unto sin aud a new birth
unto righteousness ; and ever remernber, thatitis by
faith and repentance. by prayer and obedieuce.
thatdtho work of sapctieation is to ho carried fur-
ward.

Ho that is concerned to live as becomes a cen-
sistent Christian (a character to which we all sught
to a:pire), will often meditats upon the precejts
and example of our blcssed Lord and Saviour; pro
ceptswhich, as they regulate the lifo of man, in
crease his happiness and usefulooss, prepare him
to meot with patience the trials incident to human
ity, and to look forward to a participation in the.e
joys which shall be horeafter revealed. And as we
are cnahled to follow, though ata distance, the
great und perfect pattern set before us in the Gospel,
the hoart ﬁecomcs oxpanded in love to God aund
man; und all tilose passions aud dispositions are
keptin_subjection, the unrestrained indulgence f
which dostroys tho peaco and barmony of civil and
religious society.

The humble eadeavour to obscrve the precepss
of tho Gospel leads to purity of heart and conduct ;
it induces strict integrity in all our transactions;
and gives rise to the exercisc of that meokness and
charity which shine forth in the conduct of the truo
and practical beliover in the Christian religion. If
we seek first the kingdom of God avd bhis righteous-
ness, we shall bo instructed by the examgle of picas
men, but pot blind te their wfirmities ; comforted
by their socicty, but not dopeudent upon it; helpcd
by religious conversation, but not dispesed to cnter
into it hastily or superficially. If we are concerncd
aright for the cultivation and cleansing of our own

.urts, jmpressed with the importanco of our owa
stew ardship unto Ged and, duly seasiblo of our own
sins, and great need of forgivoness from Ilim, we
shail becomé very cautious %mw we converse on the
failings of others, and anxious not to violate that
charity which is enjoined upon all; that love which
is the truc badge of discipleship.

A real hunger and thirst after rightcousness will
lead us gladly to embrace a% c[{‘portunitics of meet-
ing together for thepublic worship of Almighty Gudl.
Wo shall theu fee) it to be one of our greatest privile-
ges thus to draw near unto Him, and to unitain
waiting upon and worskipiog Him in spirit and 1n
truth. - Wo shall rejcice to seck aftor the infleence
of his love and powor, and to_pour out our souls in
secret supplication for the continuance of bis blessing
and proservation. At this time we have, in an
ospecial manner, felt tho advantage of being con-
stant in availing ourselves of those oportunitics
which are afforded us, in* the course of tho week,
of coming before Him; oceasions when we are
called upon to withdraw from the cares and per-
ploxities of life, and to scek the Lord and kLis
strength.

Nor will our approaches to tho throne of grace
bo confined to the attendance of religious mectings.
Impressed with the bepefit and tho need of adaily
supply of heavesly help, wo shall be often seeking
for tho ronewal of our spiritual strength; and in
our private rotiremceats, as well asin select oppor-
tonities in our families, for this purpose, as also for
reading the Holy Seriptures and the writings of
pious authors, we shall seck tp be imbued with a
doep senso of tho power and prosence of the Al-
mighty. Discouragements of various kinds may pre-
vail and abound in the course of our pilgrimage
but how cbvious are the danger and folly of relaxin
to ** press toward the mark for the prizo of the hig
calling of God in Christ Jesus!”  And such aro his
condescension and goodness, that ho at times por-

1mits thoso who. 7zt their whole trustin Him, conso-
