At Bangor, Maine, from $14 to $15 per
thousand feet 1s bemng pad for spruce
logs.

Thompson Smith's bons, of Cheboygan,
Mich., put m 2,000,000 feet ot logs i the
Georgian Bay distnct the past wantet,

Graham, Horne & Co, of Fort William,
Ont., have closed then Ramv River
camps, after cuting 13,000,000 feet of
logs.

First class elm flour barrel staves are
selling 1 Buffalo at $9.25 to $9.50, coiled
hoops at $11.25, and basswood heading at
61, cents.

The Nova Scota Lumber Co., of
Sherbrooke, N.S., will this season ship
10,000,000 feet of lumber from Liscombe
and 1,500,000 feet from Economy.

The Nebergall Stave and Lumber Co.,
of Staples, Ont., have now in their yard
2,000,000 feet of eln: logs and 3,500 cords
of bolts, as well as a quanuty of oak and
maple logs.

The Eddy-Sheldon Co, of Sagmaw,
have contracted for about 7,000,000 feet of
lumber to be manufactured by the Moul-
throp Lumber Co., on Johns Island,
Georgian Bay distuict.

Perley, Lowe & Co., of Marinette, Wis.,
have sold 20,000,000 of lumber to the
Skillings, Whitneys & Barnes ¢ o, of
Boston, 3000000 feet to the Empire
Lumber Co.. of Pittsburg, and 11,000,000
feet to C. M. Betts & Co., ot Buffalo.

It 1s the intent:on of the Pembroke
Lumber Company, of Pembroke, Ont., to
cut 20,000,000 feet of stock this season
and to operate their mill day and nigit.
They have sold their cut of red pine to
Watson & Todd, therr white pine deals
to Dobell, Beckett, & Co., and therr
squares to Kobert Cox & Co. The Femi-
broke Lumber Co. supply all sizes of
dimension umber, joist, ship planking,
etc. They had a successful wmter’s
operations, cutting 130,000 pieces ot
logs and dimension, 75 per cent. of which
1s cdimension. Their drnive has com-
menced.

THE OTTAWA VALLEY.

(Correspondence of the CANADA LUMBLRMAR.)

Business in both wholesaie and retail lember
circles in Ottawa is quiet 2t present, and will
remain so till navigation opens and the mills
commence operations,  Owing to the lateness
of the spring, the lumber firms are not hiring
men for the drives in any great numbers as
yet. The number required, however, will be
in excese of last year’s demand, and fully two
thousand men will be sent up from Ottawa
alone, while five hundred or more will be
required from 1iull and the ncighboring towns.
The same condition of affairs hoids gouod as
did earlier i the season when shanty-men
were being hired, as wages arean advance of
previ us years.  Mill owners are offening from
$30 to $40 a month for capable men, whereas
Fe figures m past yems were as low as
$25. The teasun for this is seen in thein-
creased activity in other branches of the labor
market, as well as that ruling lumbenng. It
1 difficult to get men and for the neat month
fabor will be i great demand.

For the past three weeks the shanty-men
have been rausming to Hull and Ottawa in
large numbers, and all report the season’s
operations 1o have been extenwve. Lumber-
men just returned from the hnats state that
there 1 mote of an appearance of winter m the
woods than there was m Jamary.  in some
pants there s ncarly two fect of snow, while
on the nvers and lakes the ice s quite thick.
On the Kippewa, Coulonge, Dumome, Black,
Snake, Qunize, and other lumbering  nivers,
the 1ce gives no indication of moving, and it
will be ten days or more befare the duves are
qGarted. 10w eapected that quate 2 few men
will e seit 10 the Gemrgrian Ray and Lake
Supenor distuets from the viamty of Ottana
within the neat month, for the dives.

The majonty of the small mils within a
radius of 100 mules of Ouawa which cut hard-
wood, have shut down after a successful
winter's operannns Along the hne of the
Parry Sound branch of the Canada Atlantic
Railway, and in other directions, many mlls
were operated this season for the st e,
an t the cut of hardwood is accordingly large
Ore Onawa dealer who has covered much of
the tarntory states that un a conscnatise o1
mate the hardwood cut witl be three bmes as
large as 1t was Jast year.  Although this laige
cut vias made 1o sausfy the demand for Cana-

dian  hardwoods  coning from  dealers and
manufactnrers in the Umnited States, it 15 not
thought that many of the Conadian mill owners
have as yet closed contracts for their winter’s
cut, now piled awaitng the buyer, Although
the ruling prices are very igh, the mill owners
are hoiding back for sull haghber prices, and in
some places a sump m the bardwood warket
15 predicted on this very account.

Large quantties ot ash, birch, maple, butter-
nut, elm and basswood have been cut by the
vanous mills.  Wm. Mohr, of the firm of
Mohr & Ryan, of Killaloe, states that the cut
of this firm’s wills will be about 1,000,000 fecet,
the greater part of which is hardwood. The
McKee Miliing Company will have a cut of
ahout §00,000 feet at 1its Wakefield mill, and
Charlebois & Dumois, of Hull, who operate a
mill at the same place, have a similar hard-
wood cut.  Prices have advanced from $3 to
$4 per M and row range from $18 to $22,
accovding to quality and kind.

A Boston firm offered to buy the McKee
mill cut direct from the saw, not waiting till it
was seasoned by pihing. The middle men
cannot touch the nnll men’s prices, so high are
they.

McLachlin Bros. large saw mill at Arnprior,
near Ottawa, has been Gtted with a new Allis
band mill, with a capacity of 50,000 feet a
day, and a pair of twin circular saws. The
latter will be used in cuting ralway ties and
will have a daily output of 2,000 ties each.
The new machinery for this mill was supphed
by the Waterous Company, of Brantford, and
the Victoria Foundry, of Ottawa, McKee & Co.
acting as agents, :

No new machinery has been installed ih any
of the Ottawa mills, all of which are being put
in shape for the season’s cutting. J.R. Booth’s
timber mill has been operated all winter, get-
ting out timber for construction work an the
Canada Atlantic Railway, and for use in the
car shops principally. The logs have been
hauled to the Outawa mill over the Parry
Sound branch of the Canada Atlantic Railway.

Hurdman & Elmitt, of Ottawa, have closed
a contract with A. F. Chapman & Co., of
Queher, tn supply 250,000 feet of lumber for
the new elevator being erected in the ancient
capital by the Great Northern Railway Com-
pany.

The Ottawa River Transporation Co. has a
gang of men at work putting its large fleet of
barges and tugs in readiness for the opening of
navigatiun, when about 500 hands will be em-
ployed by this company. The ice is pearly
all out of the Uttawa river,-but navigation will
aui wpen i) abual May 15, when the water
will be letin the Rideau canal. !

Ald. James Davidson, of the firm of David-
son & Thackray, planing mill owners, of Otta-
wa, was interviewed by a representative of the
‘Cimber Trades Journal, of London, Eng., on
the occasion of his last visit to England. The
interview, a lengthy one, appears in the latest
special number of that journal, It deals hope-
fully and intelligently with the Ottawa lumber
interests, and is  certain tu e beneficial (o the
Canadian export trade, asit gives the Britishers
a better idea of our 1esources.

A project is on foot to establish a box factory
in Otiawa, which is certainly a good center for
such an industry, being a splendid base of sup-
plies, and having good railway facthties and
cheap labor and power. A new match fac-
tory has been started in Hull, and all the
wooden-ware departments in the E. B. Eddy
Company’s business arc_putting out increased
quantitics of goods. Little building will be
done in Ottawa this season. owing to the in-
crease 1n the price of all bmlding waterials. in-
cluding lumbler.  The lumbermen, however,
look for a revival in the autumn.

Mr. John Betford, bookkeeper for W. C.
Fdwards & Co., the well known mill and man-
ulactuning concern, of Outawa, who went to
Suvuth Ataca as a2 member uf D Battery, has
been promoted to the posiion of No. 1 Ser-
geant since arriving at the front.  Lieutenant
Lawless, another soldier of the Queen, who
went with the first Canadian contingent, and
who is well known in lumbering circles, has
been mertioned by the newspaper correspond-
ents for conspicuous bravery at the battle of
Paardesburg, when he led & smail handful of
daring Canuchs in the charge on the Boers.
Licut. Lawless and his mean fortunately escap-
ed uninjured.

The Hull Lumber Co. has sent ahout 50
wen up to Ostobonia river above the Kippewa
to assist in brnging down the dnves. Jo R,
Booth has sent up about 150 men to Moore’s
Lake and other ponts for the same purposes.

Enghsh buyers are already making  nego-
tiations for the purchase of the cut of several
of the Ottawa mills for 1901. The figures
quoted compare favorably with those advanced
foor the prescwt year s cut. The indicaiions are
that the cut for 1901 wall be equally as heavy
as this year's.
