Telegrams Congratuiating the Gov-
ernment on the Hanging.

Mr. M. C. Cameron, M., in his powerful
speech on the Landry motion, went through
the evidenco on the Riel trial with minnte
care, showing that the prisoner was mot
treated fairly, that there wus no modern pre-
cedent for the execution of a pelitical prisouner,
and that his hanging was ordered to plense
the Orango lodges and satisfy hatred and
fanaticismi, On this head Mr, Camercn said :
WHY, AGAIY, DID THE COVERNMENT HANG

1.0ULs RIEL?

Where was the justificatien in the medicsl
testimony, and in the evidence of medical
men, ond in the examination of witnesases at
Regina? 1 =ay, Mr. Speaker, that the Gov-
erament of this couniry never intended to
hang him, until the power and presaure of
sn unseen and irrespomiible power became
so strong thut they compelled the Right
Hon, Sir John A, Mucdonald to hanz
Louis Kiel, That power haa kept this Gov-
ernmeat in otfice for many long yeurs ; that
power was pever reconciled to the expendi-
ture of public money in order that Louis Kiel
might escape the vengeance of the law for the
murder of Brother Scott. Thet power de-
manded at the hunds of the government thut
the blood of Themas Scott be uvenged by the
blood of Louis Ricl. That power was tou
strong to resist, and Brother Sir John A,
Macdoaaid
Y1ELDED TO THAT FOWER.

Am I overstativg the fact? I am not aver-
stating the fact. ‘Turn to the Orange Sentined,
the orvan of vthe Qrangemen,  The hon. mem-
bor whe preceded challenged contradiction
upon this subject, IHe said the Orangemen
did net thirss for the blood of Louia Riel to
avepge the death of Brother Thomas Nzott.
Sir, 1 say the expressions in the organ of the
Association and tho resolutions in the lodges
of Lho Asseciation which fonnd their way to
the Government, insisted upon the Govern-
meut shedding upn the seaffold the blood of
Louiz Riel. 'The Orange Sentinel of 6th
August, 1853, n few duys ufter the trial, and
before tho question of the man’s ssnity or in-
sanity wos scttled otherwiso thon by the evi-
dence at the trial, says this :—

“\We hold that it is the duty of the Gov-
ernment $o take no notice of this recommen-
dation to mercy, but in the interests of the
Dominion at large to let the law take ite
coursa,”’

The Sentine! proceeds to argue in favor of
the execution of Louis Riel, because

¢ Ha committed a most foul and atrocious
murder npon a loyal Protestsnt subject.”

If ho had committed it apon a Papist it
would have been all right, but ke committed
it upon a Protestant subject.

¢ The blocd of his many victims cries aloud
for vengennce.”

On the 10th of Secptember,’ the Scatinel
BAYS :—

¥‘Riel has been fairly tried and convicted,
and the sentence of the court must be carried
out," '

Upon the 6th November, Brother Morton,
in Taronto, in the meeting of Loyal Otange
Lodge, No. 821, said :—

loyal Orangemen have atained the ground
with their blood to uphold the Queen’s
authority ! Never. (Loud applanse.} And
tho sooner the Government of Sir Jobn Mac-
Aoueld understonds the true feeling of
Orangemen on this question, the better.

YOTE AGAINST THE GOVERNMENT.

This resolution was, no doubt, sent tv Sir
John Meotonald, who adds to his other
dignitics that of Kaight of the Royel Bcarlet.
The command had to be obeyed ; it wua
obeyed, and Ricl was hanged i obedicnes
thercto. A member of L G.L. No. (U3,
writes to the Scitine! in September, 1385, and
declares :—

¢ That if Riol is not executed the Conser.
vative candidates will lese alinest every
pocter in the peninenly,”

At the reguiarmeeting of L.0.T. N, 1,457,
Nelson, Man., it was resolved : —

¢ That we will refaze to anpport any Gov-
ernmens which will net gee that justice is
meted out to all theve who have been enguged
in the rebellion,”

L. 0. L. No. 1,503, en 22ad Sepiemher,
adopted the failwing resolution :—

*¢That this L. 0. Ledge strongly urges upon
the tioverument the impnriance of currying
these decicions into exevntion withous Jelay,”

At o mcetieg beld on 22ad Septembor,
1885, in o lodze room of Domiuion City
L. O. L. No. 1,499, the fullowirg resnlution

1,400, view with distrust the acticn of the
Groveramcit, through the Governor-Geneoral,
in graatiog tlic respite to that arch traitor,
Louis David Rael, and ig in effect an aticmpt
to thwart the ends ot justica, We, therreiore,
refuse to support any Governmert who so
interfere nnd permit those imiplicated in the
North-w est rebellion to escape the penalty of
a vichteous sentence.”

ings of fear and regres the present position of
the Louis Riel mstter—although condemned
to bu hunged on the 10th of luet month, hut
still lives, Wo strongly recommend thet oo
subteringes bo allowed, nor any delay given
thrcugh which this justly cond mued rebel
leader wmay escape. Yo alao sirongly wish
our brethren throughout Canada to join
hands in preventing any outrage in thismut-
ter to our Queen sud country, whom wa as
Orangemen bavo united to cherish and pro-
tect.”

At the regular meeting of L. O, L. No. 80,
Petorborough, held the 30th November, 1835,
the following resclution was posved :—

¢ That L. O, L. No, 80 sees with regret the
obstacles that are being put forward to pre.
vent the just penalty from being meted out
on the scuffold to the rebel Riel for his many
crimes ; and that the lodge is of the opinion
that no further respite should be granted
him, but that he should suffer the extreme
penalty of the law, and be hanged in fulfil-
inent of the sentence passed apon him; and
that a copy of thie resolution be forwarded to
the Right Hon. 8ir John A. Macdonuld,

At a meeting of L. O. L. No, 425, held on
the 5th November, 1805, it was resolved :—

‘“ That we, a8 loyal subjects of Her Gracicus
Majesty the Queen, deem it our duty to urge
upon our representatives in Purlinment the
necessity of an honest, manly, and fearless
administration of justice in the execution of
the fairly tried, twice condemned and sen-
tenced arch rebel and murderer, Lonis Riel.”

Time will not permit to read all the resolu-
tions, even those uvder my control, Not
orly do I charge this Government =ith being
influenced by the loyal Orangs bedy, but

TO THE EVERLASTING DISGRACE OF THE MEM-

scarcely had the soul of Louis Riel appeared
before his Maker than they gloated over the
execution which had taken place on the
Regina scaffeld. At the regular meeting
of L. 0. L. Ne, 1,628, held at Mocsomin,
four days after the execution, the following
resolution was passed :—

**That we, the members of L. 0. L, No.
1,528, do hereby congratulats the Government
in carrying out the death sentence peased on
the arch rebel and traitor, Louis Riel, and
that the blood of our murdered brother Scott
is at last avenged after a pericd of fifteen
years, and we pledge ourselves to enpport the
Goevernment which has shown that justice
will ba dealt out to all classcs, no matter
what their creed may be, and, furthermaore,
shuould any trouble arise through French or
Roman Catholic interference with the ad-
m’nistration of our laws or rights, we will
sunport the Government and cur constitu.
tio: and laws, even to shedding our blood in
deince of the same.”

Nut sntisfied with having execnted Riel
th:v met in solsmn conclave and passed a
resolation,

COFGRATULATING THE GOVERKMENT ON THE
TRAGEDY

that had taken place, Attheregnlar meeting

of I.0.L. No. 1,222, the following resolution

waa pasged :— .

“That we, the members of L.O.L, No,
1,222, here assembled, desire to expreas our
satisfaction that the Isw has been permitted
to take ite course in the case of Louia Riel,
the leader of the Northwest rebellivn, who,
on Monday, the 16th November, paid the
penalty of his mapy crimes, and who was
responsible for the loss of many valuable

lives, among whowmn were two members of our
uoble order.”

A mapifesto was issued by the Royal
