mystery of that great day had every right to
the hensr of belng Ermmd l:r by prayer and

ks of penance . and had leog
b':l observed before recelving its presen-
pams of Advent.

We mast look opon Advent in two diffsr-
oot lighta ; first, a2 a time of preparation,
porly so called, for the birth of our
sviour, by works of penance ; and secondly,
a1 8 sorlon” of eccleslastios] offisers drawn
fer the same purpose, We find, as far bac
as the Afth ventury, the custom eatabliivhed
ot giving exhortationa to the people io order
to prepare them for the fesst of Christmas.

If we wonld penetrate into the profonnd
myatery which oocuplea the mind of the
(buroh during the sesaon, we fnd that this
mystery of the coming, or advent, of Jeasnw
s at once simple and three-fold. It ls
simple, for it is the one aame Son of God that
{s coming 3 it \a three fold, bacause He comss
at throe different timen and in threo dittercot
waya,

‘?In the firat coming,” says 8. Beroard,
©Ha comea {n the flesh and in weakoeas ; in
the sscond, He comen {n epirit apd in power;
ic the thira, He comea in glory and in ma-
jsaty ; snd the second comizg ia the means
whereoy we pasa from the frat to the third.”

Thig, than, Is tne mystery of Advent. Lot
as now llaten to tho explanation of this tnree-
told visls of Christ, given to us by Peter ot
Blols, in his three aermooe, ** Do Adveatu.”
 To-re are three oomings of our Lord : the
firat in the fleah, tha wecond in the soul, the
third in the judgment. The firsi war at
midnlght, according to those words of the
Goapel : * Ac midnight there wasa cry mads,
Lo, the bridogroom cometh I’  Bat the firet
coming is long since past, for Christ has been
on the earth and hau conversed amonz men.
YWe aro now in the wecond coming, provided
we arc only such thas He may thus come to
ua ; for He has said * If welove Him, He will
aome anto ue and take up Hia abode with
ns.’ So that this second coming is full of un-
cartanty to us ; for who, save the Spirit of
God, knows them that are of God?! They
that are raised out of themselves by the de-
afre of heavenly things, know, Indesd, wken
He comea ; but whenos He cometh, or whither
He goath, no one koowath. As for the third
comiog, 1t Iv moat certaln 1t will be,
wmost uncertaln when it will be; for
nothing In more eure tban death, and
nothiog less aare tham the hoor of
death., When they shall may, Peace
and seourity,’ says the Apoatle, then sha’l
audden destruction come upen them, as taw
paine upon her that is with chiid, and they
shall net escaps. So that the firat coming
was bnmble and hidden, the second ia mye-
torions and fall of love, the third will ba ma-
jentlo and terrible. In his first coming Chrfas
wasjudged by men unjustly ; in hls second, hu
rendera ua just by his grace ; in hia third, ho
wil! judge by all things with justics. Im Als
first a Lamb, o his last a Lion, in the one
hetwean oo two thy tenderest of Frieade."
(Apvo, xxil. 20.) The Holy Churoh, there-
fary, auclog Advelt awaiis 1o cears and with
ardor the arrival of Jesas io His firat comling
For thin she borrows the fervid expressions
of the Propasts, to which she jolae her nwn
supplications. ‘Thesa loagings far the Mos-
glabe expreseed by tha Caurun ars pot & mare
sommemotatioa of the adusir-e of tne Jewish
people they hava a ru.iity aad «fficacy of
their own—an influsune inthe great act of
God's munificence whereby he gave us his

-own Sen.

The Churoh aepltes alse to the second com-
Ing, the consequenos of the firet, which con-
slats, as we have jast seen, In the vielt ot the
Bridegroow to the Spouse. Thls coming takes
place, each yenr, at the feawt of Uhristmas,
when tho new birth of the Son of God delivers
the faithful from that yoke of bondage under
which the enemy would opprees them. The
Charch therefore, during Advent, prays that
she may be visited by him who is her head
and her spouss; visited in the hierarchy ;
visited In her memberas, of whom some are
living and some are dead, bat may come %o
life again ; vialted, lastly, in those who are
not in communion with her ; and even In the
‘vory Infidele ; that se they may be oonvarted
to the trus light, which shines even for them,
The expressions of the liturgy which the

‘Charch makes uso of for this loving acd In-
vigible coming are those which she employs
when begglng for tha comlug of Jeeus in the
flash ; for the two vieits are for the same ob-
jeot, In valn would the Son of God have
come, 1,800 years ago, to vislt and save man-
kind, anless He come again for euch one of ua
and at every momaeont of our lives, bringlng te
us and cherishing within us that snpernatural
life, of which He and His holy epirit are tho
seloe principal,

Bhadowed by Detectives In Ircland and
England.

The Dublin Freeman, of Nov, 16, thus
desoribes the annoylng pollce esplonage to
which Rev. Dr. Charles O'Railly, treasurer
of the Irish Natlonal Lieague of Amerloa, and
Col. Atklnson, are belng subjeotsd in Ireland
and Eogland :

The Rev. Ur, O'Reilly and Colonel Atkin-
won, the two distingulshed Irleh-Amerioans
who are at present In this country, have bad
‘& most snnoying experlencs of the esplonage
of Dablin Oastle and Socotland Yard eince
thelr arrival in Quesunstown a fortnight ago.
They were ahadowed clozely white 1n Ireland,
the detectives followlng them even to Qlon-
gowes Wood Qollege, where Col, Atkinson
left two of bls sons Jaat week, Since thelr
arrlval io London they have been handed
ovor to the oere of Scotland Yard, and twe
-of the omlssarles of that department have
kept them under’ perpstual surveillancs,
Darlng ihe lass faw days Colonel Atkinson
sad & %o several bueiness oalls to some of
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s pecvaTonty turoed upea sbe detecive
suddenly upea stective
snd demandid paremptorily the nameot the
efficlal o whose autbority he waz soting.
Tae dectective, noapiussed by this gaexpect:
od challenge, blarted ont that he was ahad-
owing Col nel Atklason vy the

Meections of Mr. Andarson of Scetland Yard.
Cdone! Atkipson dliecwed the qulvering
dusective to take Dim to Mr. Anderson’s pree-
enos. Thae detective new took the lead aua
QOolensl Atkinson shadowed bim to Waite-
sending up his name

The duty of seeing him developed upen Oblef
Iaapeotor Listlochilo, who recelved him with
his nanal courtesy,

Oelonel Atkinson ssked why he was belng
followed by Government sples, and Mr,
Littechlld, with a fineassumptien of surprise,
snawered, “Why do you shink thers are
Govornment cfficers after you? Might it not
be deteotives tor the Times or some private
parties I” When Mr, Listiechild learnt that
Colone! Atkinsen's informant was the deteo-
tive himsecll he was completely taken aback,
and that tarther equivocation was
futile sald that it was *‘"dus te the enterprise
of American journals, whichbad mede certaln
statementa conoerning the objacta of their
olait to this country.” The stet-monta which
had ronsed tbe susplcions of Br. Anderson
were to the effoct shat Dr. O'Reilly and hle
companlon had come to Eogland to see Mr.
Parnell tn connection with the Oronin caee
Colonel Atkinson stated emphatically that ne
Awmerican joarnal haa ever oharged him or
De, O'Reilly with complicity, howaver re-
moto, In any criminal tranesction of any kind,
and added that the action taken by Scetlsnd
Yard on the basle of sensational canards in
Amerloan papers democatrated the slose con-
neotion of the English Government with the
Crenin case, He then left, and the detectives
were withdrawn for a tlme ; they hive asince
resumed thelr operations, though in a leza
off:pxive manper than before.

[ne snggestion of Mr. Littlochild that
C>lone! Azkinson was being digyed on behslf
of the Tines, implylog that it wai tho Times
which was intetested in watohiog his move-
ments, not the Government, while, ia realt:y,
it wwas the Government detectives who were
dolog the work, euppled another not unim-
portant link In the chaln of evidence wtich
shows thas the Government and the Times
have been workiog hand in hacd In these
matters.

Cardinal Mr»onisg’s Talk on Children and
Total Abstinence,

His Emlaence, Cardiral Manning, In an
address on the Loagne of the Cress in the
Charob of the English Martyre, Tower-hill,
Manoheater, sald :

«] gon before me [ know not how many
bundreds of boys and girls who are slready

members of the ue, And the
fathers aud mothers of these boya
and girls are wise aod good ard

loving in thus taking oare that their ohildren
shall grow up withoutjknowing the taate of
jntoxioating driok, for if they have not the
taste in their mouthe they will not have the
liking for 1t in their hearts, and If they have
not the liking for It In their hearts they will
not go into temptation, Into the public-heuuer,
or maks campaunlens of those who drink or
see drunken, but will grow up sober, temper-
ate, leading good lives, strong to resistall
temptation. Therefore, I give a blessing to
the fathers and mothera who are wise and
loving and good in taking oare of their child-
ren, and I hope that every father and mother
who hns a boy or a girl not yet a member of
the League of the QOross will take care to
bring them to your good pastors here ao that
they may take the pledge. [ should desire
every ohild to grow up under the induencs of
the Lisague of the Cross. This very day I
read o a book the eiatement that in pagan
Rome, bafors Ohristianity wae Introduced, it
was contrary ta the ruleand law for a woman
to drink wine, which was the only intoxloat-
ing drink they had. But now we Chrlatian
people have besr and eplrits, and I know not
how many other intoxicating drinke, and
Chbristian women drink them, & thing which
the heathen women wonld not have done.
What sn example fs that for you, I givea
bleselng to every member of the Lesgue of
the Oross. I know that there are members
whem we do not know beoanse they keep
quiet in their own homer. Woa cannot count
them, but hundreds, and I hope and belfeve
even thousands, belong to the League of the
Oross whom we know nothing of. I ask you
did you ever know of any drunken man or
woman who did not come to a bad end? Or,
do you know any drunkard’s home in which
there is not swearing, miseryand ein ? How,
then, can auy one doubt for a moment that
drink s the root and bottom of almost all the
aln and misery abont us? Seventy.five pev
cent. of all the crimes of violence committed
la thie country come, direotly or Indirectly,
through strong drink, and every dootor will
tell you that three-fourths of the sickness,
diseasse and madness in our hospitals and
agylame come, directly or indirectly; from
the aame canse. Aud do you pot know that
the pevarty, beggary, hunger and thirat, and
the nakedness and micery of our people, and
tie pauperism In our workhoueea come from
the same source ? Some little, indeed, of the
poverty comes from old age aad misfortune,
and I honor that. But what 18 the caunse of
gonfirmed paupers but drunkenness? The
msjority of those in our workhomses would
not be shere if they had been eober, It isa
wonder that any one can look at this deadly
and devouring misery and not ieel stirred
up to stop men and women from taking in-
toxicating driok ; it {8 most wonderful that
all who know these iacte are not fired to do

thie.” .

ghowed the existenos of Irregularities in the
heart's actlon, disordered stomach, cough
and a oraving for aloohol ; thirteen had in-
termittenoy of the pulss, and one had con-
armption. After they had abandoned the nse
of tobaooo, within aix montha’ time one-half
were frea from all thelr former symptoms,
and the remalnder had recovered by the end
of the year.—Bosten Herald,

The Mayor of Croydon this year is a Catho-
lio. He celebrated his elecvion by paying off the
debt of the Tatholic church. Last Sunday he
wens in his official robes to hear Mass, and he
was accompanied to the church by the Corpor-
ation, most Lf whom are Dissenters.

The new college baildiogs ersoted by the
Jeauit Fathera at Riverview, New South
Wales, have just been completed, The build-
ings have cost £20,000, They are lichted
throughout by electricity, and are fitted with
the most modern educational applinnces.

Mgr. Sogaro, the Vicar-Apostolic of Central

A brief paragraph in a receny number of the
KRolnische Volkszcrtung announced that * two
young Irishmen bave matriculated at the
University of Boon for the theological faculvy.”
These two atudents are two ecclesiastics of the
dioceau of Salford, the Revs, James Rowan and
Henry Chipp, who bave hitherto beeo teaching
as scholastice at St. Bede’s College, Mancleater
and are now attached to ‘‘St. Bede’s Collegs on
the Rhine,” in Boon.

Rev. Father Anthony Foecker, pastor of St.
Joseph'’s Church at Racine, died lately, after an
illness of eeveral months, Father Foecker was
a pative of Bavaria, and at the time of death
was somewhat over fifty years of age. His
earlier education he received in Spire, Bavaria.
On comng to this country he pursued his
sjudies at Cape Girardeou, Mo, and at St
Francis Seminary, Milwaukee, being urdained
a priesd by Archbishop Henni, June 29, 1863,

Dauoring the recent electoral campaign in
Franoe M. Thévenet, the Minister of Worship,
deprived 55 cuzés of their salaries for bheir ac-
tion in organizing and encouraging the Catho-
lic voters.

Satolli,
the Holy Father's epecial delegate to the
Catholic Congress, dedicated a new church in
Philadelpkin under the title of St. Thomas
Aquinas. It i, ono of the handsomest struc-
tures in tho city.

The Archbishop, Dr. Anieras, has never
been satirfied with their leaving, and ha is con
stantly writiog to them to recurn  Should all
the necessary conditions be fultilied, it is proba-
ble that the preeent Mother Superior of the
Convent of Mercy, Mount Gambier, South
Australia, Mother N. Baptiast O’'Donnell, who
iabored tweaty-four years in Buenos Agyres,
may returp thither, with a colony of her de-
voted daughters, early next year. They were
beloved in she Argentine Republic, and the
poopla have never heen reconciled ta their with-
drawal.
