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Article 35 of the Charter, as amended by the Protocol, does flot
derogate in any way from the obligation of states reflected in
Article 3 faithfully to fulfili their international obligations with
respect to transnational enterprises whether deri.ved froni treaties
and aRreements or other sources of international Iaw, for does it
derogate from the juriadiction other states may have vith regard to
such enterprises.

Article 38 of the Charter, as amended by the Protocol,
eptablishes nonbinding goals, including the important goal 'of
reducing or eliminating tarif f and nontarif f barriers to exporta of
ail ,aember states, and doea not affect the competence or scope of the
General Agreement and Tarif fs and Trade <CATr>, as the principal
rulemaking body for the international trading system, to addresa
negotiable issues such as special and differential treatment for
developing country exporta.

"The Government of Mexico states that it hereby ratifies the
Protocoi of Amenduent to the. Charter of the. Organisation of American
States, Protocol of Cartagena de Indias, especially pieased by the
inclusion vithin the Charter of guiding principles that renev our
faith ini the Organisation, and reaffirus that:

1. The. second paragraph of Article i of the. Protocol specifically
establishes that the Organisat ion of Aauerican States bas no implicit
or residual povers, rejette the legal possibility of extensive
interpretationh of its governing precepts, and subordinates the.

Organisation itueif to the. principie set forth in Article 18 of the.
Charter whereby no State or group of States ha. the. right to,
intervene, directly or indirectly, for amy reason whate'ver, in the
internai or external affaire of amy other State.

2. Article 3 e) introduces political pluralisa into the. Charter as

the guiding principle of inter-American coexistence and stresses the.
inalienabi. right of every State to choose, viithoist external
interference, the. political, economie and social organisation besi
suited to it, estabiehes the. obligation of the Ainericain States to
cooperate f,,ily smong theuiselves, independently of their political,
economic and social systems, and aspires to a pitiral and deuocratic
Organisation composed of a1l thé. Amrican States.
