Following is the text of 'a letter delivered by
John Holmes, Acting Permcnent Delegate of Canada to the
United Nations, to Trygve Lie, Secretary-Generzl of the
United Nations, at Lake Success this afternuon:

I have the honcur to refer to ny message
of July 1950 concerning additional Canadizn
assistance to the forces opercting in Korea
under the authority of the Security Councilts
Resolution of June 27. In that nessage I in-
forned you that the Ceznacdian Government had
decided to make availcble to the United Netions
a long-range air transport squadron, including .
grourd crews of the Royal Canadiazn Air Force,
for assistance in the Pacific airlift.

I om instructed to inform you that the
Canadien Governnent has now decicded, with the
co-operation of Canzdian Pacific Airlincs, to
aake available, at once, to the United Nztions,
the complete passenger facilities of the regular
Canadian comzercial cir service between Vancouver
cnd Tokyo, operated by Canadian Pacific Airlines,
on two flights & week west-bound snd the
equivalent of one flight & week east-bound.

The detailed arrangement for the participa-
tion of these aircraft will be mede with the
unified comiznd established uncer the authority
of the Security Council.
