® Conference on Security and Co-operation in Europe
(CSCE)
Canada secured new commitments to women’s equality at

the Moscow Conference on Human Dimensions (September
1991).

® Commonwealth
Commonwealth leaders endorsed a Canadian-initiated
Declaration on Women and Structural Adjustment at the
Harare Heads of Government Meeting (October 1991). The
Declaration is aimed at promoting economic equality for
women by ensuring that they do not suffer
disproportionately from structural adjustment measures.

. La Francophonie

Prime Minister Mulroney announced at the Summit in
Chaillot (November 1991) that Canada would sponsor the
establishment of a network of legal aid centres to meet
the needs of women in countries of La Francophonie.
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
