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Mr. MANION: I realize that, and I have
no intention of being brusque towards my
lion. friend. Now, Mr. Speaker, I have
shown what the attitude was of a man who
was one of tilie outstanding statfflmen in the
world in bis day. H1e did flot take the atti-
tude wbich the present leader of the opposi-
tion bam diplayed. The attitude whi:ch he
took-and to my mimd it was the -onay fair
and bonourable attitude-was that in order
to, aid the incoming administration to carry
on the affairs of the House and the affairs
of the country lie wouid assist them iii every
possible way. The attitude of the ex-Prime
M'inister in this instance is to, ernbarrass
the country and embarrass the in.o.ming ad-
ministration in every possible way. Sir,
John A. Macd'onald deemed it to lie a
patriotie duty to 'heip the incomling ad-minis-
tration to carry on the affairs of the coumn-
try, because country sbould come before
party. We listened for two and a haîf hours
last night, and for an hour or more to-day,
to the righft, hon. gentleman Who leads the
opposition. and I submit that al bis speeches
have been veiie-d attacks upoýn the Governor
Genýerai o-f this country.

Mr. MACKENZIE RING: Mr. Speaker-

Some bon. MEMBERS: Oh, oh.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: Mr. Speaker,
the- motive underlying the remarks my hon.
friend lias just made is most apparent.

Mr. MANION: Let the right lion. gentle-
man correct me if lie wisbes, but I object
to bis ioptting motives to me.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: I say that the
statement that any word of mine lias been
a veiled attack upon His Excellency the
Governor Generai is absolutely unfounded
and unpariiamentar 'y and shouid be im-
mediately retracted.

Mr. SPEAKER: The bon. gentleman who
bas the floor cannot impute motives to an-
otýher bon. member. If, as he states, the
rialit hon, gentleman bad bcïen attacking
His Exceiiency the Governor General. eitber
openiy or in a veiled manner, my bon. friend
knowvs very weil that I would flot have per-
mitted it.

Mr. MANION: I know that, Mr. Speaker.
and tit is why I suggested that the attack
ivas veid. However, I bow to your rul-
ing.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: My hon
friend is required to withdraw the statement
'ora pie tey.

(Mr. J. J. Denis.]

Mr. SPEAKER: I trust the bon, gentle-
man will withdraw bis cather dtrong ex-
pression.

Mr. MANION: Well, Mr. Speaker, if tJbere
is anytbmng to wîtbdraw. I witbdraw it wilJ-
mngly in deference to your ruling.

Now, before I close my remarks with some
quotations from the same book from wbicb
the riglit hon, leader of the opposition quorted,
I wi-4h to say this: The best inference wbicb
can be drawn from the quotations wb'ioh the
riglit bon, gentleman bas made, and his oYwn
remurks, is, that even if they cannot be re-
garded as veiled attacks, tbey come very near
to being attacks upon the Governor Genýerai.
If the Governor Generai did what the riglit
bon.. gentleman dlaims he did to him thbe
other day, lie certainily was getting close to
attacks on the Governor General.

Mr. MACKENZIE RING: I have not
taken any exception to what the Governor
Generai did to me the other day. I said I
wouid wait to see bis action in the present
situation

Mr. MANION: The only reference that
has been made in these debates to the Gov-
ernor Generai bas corne from my riglit
hon. friend, expect some refutations from this
side. About every other paragrapli of bis
speech dealt with the Governor General, and
to those of us who bave bad the very great
bonour, as some twenty on this side of the
Houai' had, of serving under tliat gentleman
who is now Governor General-

An bon. MEMBER: What kind of services?

Mr. MANION: Who asked that question?
Mr. SPEAKER:- 1 would ask hon. mena-

bers on both sides flot to drag in this debate
the name of His Exceliency. Yesterday I
made it clear that the relations between the
Governor General and the Prime Minister
might be brouglit into the debate, because min-
isters bave accepted the responsibility of taking
office under the Governor General. But to
bring in the personaiity of the Governor
Generai I tbink is highly undignified.

Mr. MANJON: May I ask you, Sir, what
is undignified? Have I done anytbing whicli
is undignified?

-Mr. SPEAKER: I arn not referring to the
hon. menrber. I say that hringing the name
and the personal.ity of the Governor Generai
into any debate before the House, uniess it is
as reg-ards the officiai reiationship in which
the ministers stand to the Governor Generai,
is ahsolutely out of order.
