EUROPE IS CALM
INSPITE OF WAR

Prof. Carruthers Returns Af—
ter Visit to England, France,
Italy and Greece.

SEEN FROM CLOSE ANGLE

Opinion of Situation Gathered
Best From Talks With
Returned Soldiers.

England is in a stronger position
than before the declaration of war,”’
said Prof. Adam Carruthers of the de-
partment og classics of Toronto Uni-
versity, after a trip last year to Eu-
rope, while on, leave of absence from
his academic duties, on account of {ll-
health. Prof. Carruthers arrived in
Canada last week and had his first
opportunity of seeing the effects which
the war has had upon the spirits of
the Canadian people, as he was in
the mid-Atlantic on his way o Havre
when war was 'declared, and the ves-
sel was landed at Liverpool instead
of the French port. Canada has been
affected fully as much as England has,
in the opinion of Prof. Carruthers,

Accompanied by his wife and daugh-
ter, Prof. Carruthers went to Paris,
tren to Italy, and left the last-named
country for Greece one day before the
Italian Government declared war
against Austria. A deep impression
of the abilities of the Italian soldier,
and the effectiveness of the military
machine perfected by Italy, a convic-
tion that nine-tenths of the people of
Greece were strongly pro-allies,and a
divination that Britain’s strength has
been growing greater with the passing
of time, while that of her opponents
has been crumbling, were gathered
by Prof. Carruthers during the course
of his extended visit to troublel Eu-
rope.

Saw Zeppelin Raids.

The stoicism of the people of both
France and - England when danger
threatens was thought by Prof. Car-
ruthers to be remarkable. He wit-
nessed Zeppelin raids in both London
and Paris, and felt that no fear was
experienced by the inhabitants of the
danger zones. The feeling was de-
scribed as being more of anger than
anything else. ‘‘Paople were killed in
one block while those living in the
next square were perfectly passive,”
said Prof Carruthers, referring to a
Zeppelin raid on Paris.

In England everything was military,
he said. Men in khaki were encount-
ered everywhere. What gave the Eng-
lish more assurance than any-
thing else was that thou-
sands of men were drilling
without uniforms and that even officers
were dressed in mufti while training
in England. Reasoning on the bg.sls
that there were more recruits. than
uniforms, the feeling was that the
British public did not take the idea of
conscription seriously.

Universities Do Their Share.

“The universities have taken on a
military aspect as well as every other
nook and cranny of the United King-
dom,” sald Prof. Carruthers. County
forces were quartered in ‘university
buildings and officers were living in
the college residences. Oxford and
Cambridge were much changed, with
only one-third of the usual number of
students in attendance last year.

Wiaile crossing from Greece to the
Ttalian port of Bari, the - ship on
which Mr. Carruthers and hig family
were sailing was stopped by the
French cruiser Victor Hugo, which
was then patrolling the waters of the
southern Adriatic. The French crui-
ser which was the consort of the Vic-
tor Hugo nad been destroyed by an
Austrian submarine filve hours pre-
vious to the visit of this boat, but the
news had not yet been received by the
French captain.

Prof. Carruthers, with his wife and
daughter and his son Clive H.|, who
is a Rhodes scholar at Oxford, sailed
for Canada by the C. P. R. steamer
Metagama just a week before the
Hesperian left port on her last voyage.
Outside of the fact that the passen-
gers were called at daybreak on the
second day out to take life-preservers,
there were no-untoward events on the
homeward trip. altho the captain was
advieed that undersea craft were in
his immediate vicinity.

Prof. Carruthers has recovered his
health sufficiently to resume his uni-
versity duties. His son will leave for
England at the end of September to
finish the term of his scholarshipp at
Oxford.

PLANS FOR DEFENDING
LONDON NOT DISCUSSED

MacNamara Declined to Throw
Light in Answer to
Query.

LONDON, Sept. 14—The unusual
amount of interest in the reopening of
parliament was shown by the large
attendance today, but the more im-
portant matters which are absorbing
public attention were postponed until
tomorrow. Premier Asquith will then
move a new vote of credit, and will
utilize the occasion to give the coun-
try a general review of the military
and financial situation.

The question of defence agalnst air-
ship raids was brought up in the
house of commons today, an attempt
being made to interrogate Thomas J.
MacNamara,-financial secretary of the
admiralty. Mr. MacNamara evaded
discussion of this point by saying it
would be improper to give any infor-
mation in regard to what was being
done. The member who questioned
Mr. MacNamara was anxious to know:
whether the government at tbis late
date was seriously considering for the
first time the defence of London, and
whether the admiralty had studied
carefully the steps so successfully
taken for the protection of Paris from
air attacks. Beyond saying that he
could not accept the proposition that
the government was not prepared to
defend London and announcing that
Admiral Sir Percy M. Scott had al-
ready assumed his duties in charge of
the gunnery defences of London
against aircraft, Mr. MacNamara de-
clined to be drawn out.

CONSCRIPTION MAY
COME TO ENGLAND

Premier Asquith Admits Mat-
ter Studied by British
Cabinet.

BARS CONTROVERSY

Regrets Question of Best
Way to Win War Became
Public Debate.

LONDON, Sept. 14—Official admis-
sion that the cabinet is seriously de-
tating the subject of conscription was
made public for the first time in the
house of commons this afternoon.

The subject was raised when the
motion for adjournment was made.
It was brought up by both the op-
ponents and the advocates of con-
scription. Premier Asquith finally
\arose and announced:

“This is not a matter which has
escaped the attention of the govern-
ment. When the government, with-
out unduc delay and with due deliber-
ation, which the gravity of the sub-
ject demands. have arrived at their
conclusions they will be presented to
the house and will then become thc
subject of parliamentary discussion.”

The premier 'expressed regret that
the question of the best way “in
which this country ehall meet the call
to bring the war to a successful con-
clusion” had become a matter of pub-
lic controversy. He hoped there
would be no further dehate on this
subject for the present.

The session was preceded by a
meeting of the privy council and tnc
cabinet. The cabinet meeting was de-
voted to consideration of statements
on the progress of the war, the re-
vised budget, a vote of credit, post-
ponement of the general election,
naval and military pensions, and na-
tional service ,particularly recruiting
and the mobilization of industry.

The privy council considered a
proclamation concerning trading with
the enen.y, and also an order further
restricting the drinking area of Scot-
land.

GALT, Sept. 14.—Speaking tonight
in the city hall before a large audi-
ence, Prof. F. V. Reithdorf dealt with
some underlying causes of the war.
He gave an interesting description of
the German military system, charac-
terizing it as the most undemocratic
institution in the world and praying
for its destruction in the interests of
the German people and the world at
large. The Hohenzollern diplomacy,
he said, was criminal and he showed
that the two greatest Hohenzollerns,
the great elector and Frederick the
Great. had deliberately begun every
war they ever fought.

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LOSSES OF BRITISH

REACH LARGETOTAL

Casualties Nearly Four Hun-
dred Thousand is State-
ment of Asquith.

RATIO HAS DECLINED

Daily Loss in Recent Months
Averaged Fifteen
Hundred.

LONDON, Sept. 14—Official an-
nouncement was made today in the
house of commons that the total of
British war casualties up to August
21, for the British armies alone, was
881,988 officers and.:nen killed, wound-
ed or missing. Of this number 75,957
were killed, 261,060 wounded, and 54,-
967 are missing, and :nay be dead or
prisoners of war. These figures were
djyided as follows:

Losses of the British army during
the summer were
than in April and Ms&y. The past
previous statement for the total of
British casualties was made by Pre-
mier Asquith on June 9. It gave a
total of 268,069 up to May 81, The
losses from that time up to August
21 are therefore shown to have been
128,914, a dally average of about 1,-
500. In the two months before the
end of May, the period covered in the
préceding announcement, the losees
averaged roughly about 2000 a day.

Officers’ Death Rate High. ;

The British casualty lists issued to-
day show a high death rate among
British officers. Exactly 30.2 per cent.
of all officers included in tho casualty
lists were killed or died of wounds,
while only 19.4 per cent. of the casu-
alties among the men were of killed
and wounded.
