The -spirit of helpfuiness : which
Suides the affairs of Central Nelighbor-
hood House is, perhaps, never so ap-
Darent as in the efforts put fomth to
direct and assist the foreign mothers
to reach an understanding of the ideals
of Canadian womanhdod, |

Toronto women who visit ithis centre
must always be deeply impressed with
the practical ideas that are being
worked out dn this connedtion. Miss

Hellen Austin, the head worker, has
spent flive years, in ithis digtrict; and
during these years she has gathered
many experierices which are proving of
immense value to the work there. Miss
Austin has some very level-headed,
capable ideas about settlement work
and she understands the probiems of
the women ,of her district as no other
woman can. The majority of the
mothers around Central Nei rhood
House are Italians. Milss A;us'mz{,n has
clubs for mothers meeting ithere every
day. The Jewfsh women, the Chinese
women and the Italian women, each
have their regular club days.

2 Chinese Women, ‘
Miss Austin spoke - highly of th
Chinese. Women’s Club which meets
Wednesdays. These women are anxious
to learn to knlit and to speak .Eng-
lish. Al are very well to 4o so can
afford to buy wool and are learning
to knit sweaters and overstockiings for
the children. They are ail beautiful §
needle workers, so knitting is the one
thing which Canadian women can
teach them. Chinese women willl not
Bo out only in gpod weather; they

are very careful mothers.
Italians Guard Girls,

Miss Austin said that mever had she
heand of an Italian girl going wrong.
The parents of girls guard them as a
sacred charge. Never are girls of 14
or over allowed on the streets alone;
never are they allowed out  of their
parents’ sight. They marry young, but
aliways their honor is guarded as most
sacred. The Jewish girls, also, have
a oclear record and this, the settle-
ment workers say, is because they
are very carefully watched by their
parents. i
i Mothercraft Taught.

The teaching of mothercraft is the
principle aim of the class held in Cen-
tra] Nefighborhood House. The workers
with Miss Austin are L. W. Tew, Mrs.

BANKING BUSINESS
¢ DEMANDS EFFICIENCY

It is Not Pull That Gets the Bank
Girl the Coveted Position.

An unexpected opportunity for ad-
vancement has come to the women
in banks by the drafting of so many
of the men. The banks are losing
many men, trdined, and in many
cases impossible to replace. The only
thing that can be done in many va-
cancies i8 to put in the. best clerk
available, and if that clerk -happens
to be a woman, there will be no ob-
stacle placed in the path of promo-
tion, . :
“I have worked for six years in
the bank, and have done my best”
eaid one girl. “The flrst three years
I strove for efficiency with the pros-
pect of advancement always before
me. But I have found that ‘pull not-
ability, is what gets the promotion.”

“Girls are advanced Precause they |
are worth it,” said a bank official.
“Pull does not count any more in a
bank than elsewhere. If a girl is not
capable of handling a position, no
man wonld suggest her for it. for
any reason. KEach clerk :is watched
bv the 'man over ‘her, and’ reported on
"at intervals, so when a girl deserves |
promotion she gets it—when a va- |
cancy occurs.” |

“I* have found the women in the
banks so discourteous,” said a bank
depositor. “They are usually too |
busy talking to wome o° the male
clerks when I go in to wait on me |
for several minutes, and then they |
do it as if it were a great favor.”

“We do not find our women dis-
courteous,t said an .accountant. “We
are careful to choose women who will
not be that type.”

CANNED VEGETABLES
WILL BE PROHIBITED
Movement to Stimulate the Cultiva-

tion of Waste Lots for More
Vegetables.

After last summer's experience .of
the prohibition of home sale and use
of canned vegetables during the pro-
duction season the Canadian women
will be more resigned over the pros-
pect of a repetition’of the same con-
dition this coming season. ¥F. Abra-
ham, of the food control board, says
that it is the Intention to enforce the
prohibition again this season, so as to
have a more abundant supply for
overseas. ;

Mr. Abraham is chairman of the
vacant lot and home garden section
of the food control board. Mr. Abra-
ham salid:

“Where local cultivation movements
have not been initlated the board
strongly urges individual effort to the
end that everyone who can shall add
his or her quota to the lmportant
cause, The home growing of
vegetables eliminates transportation
charges, with the attendant wastage
of labor and fuel. It is, therefore, pe-
culiarly important, Many are, per-
haps, disposed to think that what little
they can accomplish can work no ap-
preciable advantages. It Is every little
help that counts.” ;

Mr. Abraham says the board is be-
hind the movement to encourage cul-,
tivation of city waste spaces.
