And here was one of the most
touching things in connection with the
émployes’ campaign—the first sub-
scription came from Pte.. W: C. Dies,
formerly head of Dunilop shipping de-
partment, who i¢ probably the worst
wounded man . that ever returned io
Canada, Private Dies lost both eves
and his right hand at Vimy Ridge,
and was awarded the Military Cross.
When he heard that the employes’
subscription list was open, he phoned
the company and asked to have his
name put down for $200.

The biggest thing Toronto has yet done
is the building of the Bloor-Danforth
bridge, and it is an eastern effort. That
is to say, it will allow the natural growth
of the city along the high ground to the
east of the Don that the shoulders of the
Scarboro Heights invitingly extend to the
housing of a metropolitan population. The
great ravine of the River Don until now
has opposed by its seriation of the side
of the city a sufficient barrier that
growth eastwards has been seriously re-
tarded. The natural obstacle is at last
overcome. In accomplishing the feat of
building one of the greatest and certainly
one of the most beautiful, as well as use-
ful bridges in this country, Toronto again
pbints to her proud position as the New
York of Canada. Oddly enough, Toronto’s
enterprise in this direction is outdone on,
this continent by New York alone of all
the. great cities of America. And there
is no one of Gotham’s many bridges that
compares- favorably with the Bloor-Dan
forth vikduct in majestic as well as beau-
tiful .design and utility of purpose, It is
the most costly civic construction yet
undertaken by Toronto. Already more than
two land a half millions has been spent
and the work Is still unfinished. It is
worth while calling attention to this
great municipal adventure, because Mont-
real, with its proud boast of being the
commercial metropolis of this country,
has its great bridge across the St. Law-
rence provided thru the enterprise of the
Grand Trunk’s builders. Quebec’s mar-
vel, costing possibly ten times as much as
Toronto’s bridge, was built by the Gov-
ernment of Canada as part of the Na-
tional Transcontinental Railway, Ot.
tawa’s hridge across the river which gives
it title is also a railway and interprovin-
cial affair. A mile in length and more
than one hundred and twenty-five feet
above the river's level, the Bloor-Dan-
forth viaduct affords another convineing
argument in favor of wider right of way{
allowances for important thorofares. It
is approximately one hundred feet from
balustrade to balustrade. Lighting is
done from artistic standards in the mid-
dle of the roadway. The street railway
tracks across it are.being coupled up with

bridge maintains the traffic at the high
level of the two great streets it makes
into one—the finest Toronto yet has in
sight or is likely sever to afford, The
saving in mileage to travelers from and
to the city eastwards as against going
down to King streét is a mile and a half.
Making fair allowance for the diagonal
gain from traversing the Kingston road
there is probably quite five miles saved
in the round trip from Toronto to ‘Whitby
via the new bridge route, which will be
still further improved when Danforth
avenue is run thru directly east to con-
nect with. the Kingston road just east
of Birch Cliff.
