When we entered the tent he 
Insisted on my sitting upon hie mat, which 
differ* from all other mats, and which Is 
opposite the door of the tent, and I am 
sorry to say that I was worshipped. In 
the evening time a man came to worship 
Buddha, and supposed the Buddha to be In 
his place and 'fell upon his knees before 
me, smiting hie forehead upon the stones 
three times as an act of worship. When he 
arose he discovered his mistake, and the 
expression upon his face was certainly In­
describable, and the Budha was laughing. 
The man then fell upon hie knees before 
the Buddha, and agajn smote his forehead 
three times upon the stones.

“We bad talked of the necessity of ob­
taining a tent with which to prosecute our 
work In Thibet, and the thought suggested 
itself to us that the beautiful Mongolian 
felt tent In which we were about to sleep 
would answer our purpose, and so we ven­
tured to ask the Buddha if he would sell 
to us the tent, having explained to him 
the purpose for which we desired Jt, and 
you may Imagine our grateful surprise 
when he said he would. We Immediately 
purchased the tent In which we were to 
sleep, and which our missionaries are now 
using In Thibet. ..

“The trip occupied nearly seven months 
from the time of our leaving Wuhu, Cen­
tral China, until the return to the place 
of starting. We were 100 days In the 
saddle, and had an opportunity of speak­
ing more than 100 times to people who had 

heard of the Christian religion."

In appearance also he favurs that race, 
being of medium height, weti built and 
rather finely featured. His iron-grey hair, 
combed pompadour, white mustache and,
Imperial mark him as well on In middle 
age, but his deep-set, restless black eyes, 
shaded by dark brows, give him a some­
what younger expression. He speaks with 
a strong French accent, but quite slowly 
and distinctly. Ttie strength of his 
mother’s Scotch character Is shown inr the 
Indomitable purpose with which he carried 
out his determination to enter Thibet.

During the night the 
thought suggested Itself to us that we might 
obtain the part of the Inn In which »«e 
were resting for a mission station, so in the 
morning Mr. Christie inquired of the pro­
prietor, and after he had consulted aith 
others, he said that he would ('rent It to 
us for a year, and quickly we paid a quar­
ter’s rent, and It was ours.

“After breakfast Mr. Christie went out on 
the streets and met the Buddha, the head 
of the three monasteries, whom he had met 
before, and to whom he had given a copy 
of the Bible. The Buddha recognized him, 
end Mr. Christie Informed. Him that I bad 
arrived In town, and the Bnddhi called me 
•the Tta-Lama of America,’ which means the 
great lama of America, and said he would 
call and see me. Shortly after Mr. Chris­
tie’s return from the street the lama, ac­
companied by two priests, called, and we 
found him a very plesdint man. At the 
end of the conversation’ he made us a pre­
sent, Indicating that he was pleased with 
our friendship and desired it continued, and 
ws returned to him a present, Indicating 
the same. Before retiring he gave us an 
invitation to visit him at bis temple home, 
which we agreed to do the following week 

■on Wednesday.
“On Wednesday afternoon, according to 

our promise, we approached hie temple up­
on the summit of a hill. We were surprised 
to find tbe Buddha awaiting us at the top 
of the temple stairway. This he would not 
have done, we were Informed, for the high­
est official In the laud. They must fall 
down and worship him. He Immediately 
showed us Into his room In the temple, 
and Insisted on my occupying tils seat, 
which Is not supposed to be occupied by 
anyone but the Buddha. \

Dine With the Hnil(1ha.
“We had conversed for/ about an hour, 

when he ordered a feast to be brought In. 
I will not attempt to describe to you a'full 
Thibetan feast, but will ask you, In Imag­
ination at least, to drink with" me a Thi­
betan cup of tea. The Thibetans use much 
butter. The celebrated yak Is found In 
Thibet, and Its milk to very much richer 
than the milk of our cows. From it the 
Thibetans make butter. They do not eat 
any fresh butter. They believe that the 
older the butter the bejtter, as they, put 
their fresh butter In slilns—that to, the 
stomach of an animal—and keep It there 
for years. I have one of those Bklnq, which 
was presented to me. They eny the butter 
Is fifty years old. Their dishes are wood­
en bowls. They cut a piece of butter and 
put It in the bowl, and then pour the tea 
In on top of the butter, and then yon blow 

butter away and drink the 
butter soup. It
