Grand Forks, B.C., March 25.—Four feet 

of solid ore, giving average value* of $80 
per ton, was encountered this week In a 
drift from the 130-foat level of the Golden 
Engle, In Brown's Oamp. north fork of 
Kettle River. Superintendent J. il. Fox 
brought .the news to town, and says a 
pump and hoist will be installed shortly. 
The other claims in the group are the 
Laskey and the Junction City Fraction. 
They adjoin each other. The ownership is 
vested In the Royal Victoria Gold Mining 
Company. The group is situated upon a 
spur of Volcanic Mountain, and about 1000 
feet above and half a mile dlstaflt from the 
river. The distance from Grand Forks 
does not exceed 10 miles.

The formation consists of an acidic-erup­
tive rock, which, upon cooling, has been 
fractured Into numerous joint plaflps. In 
places they reach the surface, and are Indi­
cated by .mineralized croppings: In others 
they are only disclosed , by underground 
work. Frank Robins, M.E.. superintendent 
of the Brooklyn and Stem winder, at Phoe­
nix. in a report on the gronp, gave the fol­
lowing expert opinion:

‘‘The property, as a whole. Is well worthy 
of exploration. It Is already more than a 
prospect. Insomuch as workable ore Is ex­
posed. which only requires a market. In 
fact, it may be called, in its present condi­
tion. a good ’little’ mine.

It is expected that this new 
link of the Commercial Cable Co. wl’l be 
completed In about three months’ time.and 
when finished will make the fourth cable 
belonging to this company Which cross*» 
the Atlantic.
