THE FRENCH AND THE YANK

ANice Little Muddle Has Arisen as
an After-Incident of the Paris
Exhibition.

AMERICAN EXHIBITS SEIZED.

Frenchmen Declined to Settle and
Now the Americans Will Puat
the Screws On.

Paris, Dec. 24.—Thirty cars, forming part
of the United States Government exhibition
at the recent Paris Exposition, were sud-
denly laid under embargo to-day at Havre,
the rallroad company declining to surrender
them pending payment of a clalm of 5710
francs. This extraordinary action, seri-
ously delaying the departure of the United
States auxiliary cruiser Prairde, from Havre
for New Yoik, with the Government ex-
hiblts, was made the subject of a formal
protest to the French Government by U. 8.
Ambassador Porter. The company bases
its clalm on demurrage charges on freight
in the cars when the goods were brougit
to the Exposition for Installation. Some
time ago the claim was submitted, and
Major Brackett, secretary of the American

cars charged against the American Govern-
ment’ never. contained official exnibits,
while the others were cars utilized by pni-
vate exhibitors, and were not, therefore,
chargeable to the United States,

Matter Dragged Alone,

Major Brackett thereupon endeavored to se-
cure a settlement, but without avail, The
