Oct. 7 —Under the 

nsme of this New National Policy Politi- 
Aosocia tion. the Saskatchewan sup­

porters of Farmers will be incorporated 
Jdpd Bt yesterday’s session of 

delegates Representing the executives of 
tne sixteen] federal constituencies in the

Will Deal With Situation 
Along Lines of Provincial 

Policy.

Ottawa, Oct. 7.—(Canadian Press.) 
—Details of the fuel controller's plans 
promulgated yesterday show that the 
general plan for the coming winter fol­
lows very closely on the lines of the 
scheme in effect throughout the Do­
minion during the coal shortage of the 
winter of 1918. '

The order explicitly deals with mu­
nicipal and provincial coal distribu­
tion, besides outlining a policy to 
be enforced by both dealer and the con­
sumer. Contravention of any sections 
of the order will result in prosecution 
and penalties.

The policy set forth dealing with the 
provisioning and licensing of dealers is 
that the Government of each of the 
provinces of Canada may appoint a 
provincial fuel administrator or board 
of administration for each province. 
It may also create such central pro­
vincial organization as may be neces­
sary. Any expense so Incurred shall be 
borne by each province. The duties of 
the fuel administrators, subject to the 
orders of the board, is to supervise 
distribution of all coal and other fuel 
imported into or made available within 
such province; to develop the demand 
for and supply of wood and other coal 
substitutes to the greatest possible ex­
tent, also to promote within the prov­
ince the greatest development of any 
coal areas available. To issue orders 
to dealers, consumers and others with­
in the province regarding the distribu­
tion and use of coal and to license 
brokers and others desirous of. engaging 
In the business df" selling' èbâl," aTe 
other powers conferred by the board.

Municipally, the board deals with the 
situation in a manner similar to that 
drawn up for the provincial adminis­
trators.

HON. W. L. MACKENZIE KING URGES

Liberal Leader Addresses Lar ge Gathering At Edmonton— 

Scores National Liberal-Conservative Party, Recently 
• - Born As a Product1 of Classés—-Briiîiarrt Statesman of 

Opposition Given Rousing Welcome in Western City.

Edmonton, Alta., Oct. 7.—(By the Canadian Press).—A strong 
plea for unity in the different groups opposed to the Meighen Gov- 
vemment Avas the feature of the address delivered by Hon. W. L. 
Mackenzie King last night. He spoke before an audience that 
thronged McDougal Auditorium and overflowed into the First 
Baptist Church, w'here the Liberal leader afterwards attended and 
repeated his speech. The party did not reach the city from the 
west till 7 o’clock in the evening, having been delayed twelve 
hours in waiting for the Canadian National train at Jaspar.

The chair at the McDougal meeting was occupied by Premier 
Stewart, while Hon. J. R. Boyle presided at the overflow.

Hon. Mr. King in his opening remarks dealt with the formation 
of the National Liberal-Conservative party, asserting it had not 
come into being as a result of a democratic movement, the way in 
which the Liberals, the farmers, the labor forces and the Great 
War Veterans had chosen their policies. Instead, he said, it was 
the product of class and privilege.

Tokio, Out. 7.—(By the Associated 
Press.)—Sessions of the world’s Sunday 
school convention, which were inter­
rupted Tuesday afternoon by the fire 
which destroyed the great hall, where 
the first meeting was held, were re­
sumed today hi the beautiful Imperial 
rheatre. Japanese plays that were be­
ing presented there have been sus­
pended, and the stage was especially en­
larged for the convention. Premier 
Hara has offered the committee the 
halls of the Japanese diet if it was 
necessary to use them.
• Justice Mar Daren of Ontario, vice- 
president of the World’s Sunday School 
Association, after reading greetings last 
night from the Canadian premier, add­
ed. "Perhaps this terrible accident is a 
blessing in disguise, for now the whole 
woild will be made to notice what the 
convention proposes to accomplish in 
Tokio.

Mayor Tajiro of Tokio said the con­
vention was an epoch-making event in 
the annals of the peoples of Eastern 
Asia, and offered a superb opportunity 
to develop the hearts of mankind.

Steps to establish a fair rent com­
mission in London will be taken at the 
meeting of No. 1 committee of the 
city council next AV'ednesday after­
noon. Aid. Cameron AAtilson will move 
that the city get in communication 
with the Provincial Government to ob­
tain its authority for taking such a 
step.

•The matter was to have been 
brought up at the bust meeting of tne 
council, but it seems that it was for­
gotten in some manner," he stated to­
day. "I think the situation certainly 
requires the council to take some ac­
tion. Establishment of some sort of a 
court of tribunal would be tile fairest 
method. The landlords are entitled to 
a fair return on their investments. We 
could determine whether they were 
getting that by a comparison of the 
rental of the house with its assess­
ment."

Advocates Action. '
Adoption of Toronto's policy of ob­

taining official information on local 
rentals as a first step in establishing 
"fair rents" was advocated by Aid. E. 
R. Seabrook. Sixteen members of the 
Toronto assessment department will 
soon commence a survey of apartment 
houses, private hotels and a limited i 
number of rooming-houses, to ascer­
tain the actual rentals paid py tenants. 
Tenants will be requested to supply 
all details if the owners of the prop­
erties do not. The information ob­
tained is to be regarded as confiden­
tial, but will be used by the city in ! 
presenting its case to the Government 
for the need of establishing a "Fair 
Rent Court.”

"If it is found that there are many 
cases of rent profiteering here I think 
it would be a good thing to co-operate 
with Toronto in securing a fair-rent 
court" said Aid. Seabrook. "We could 
have official information to present to 
them and would not have to base our 
request on rumor.”

Has City Power.
Mayor Little was of the opinion that 

the city would not have power to deal 
with the question, even It cases of rent 
profiteering are proved. The council 
will do everything possible, however, if

the necessity for dealing with the rental 
question is shown, he stated.

Aid. O. I. Cunningham stated that 
No. 1 committee would deal with the 
question at its next meeting, if any 
request of this nature is received. He 
did not think it probable that any ac­
tion would be taken on its own initia­
tive. Like Mayor Little and Aid. Sea- 
brook, he was of the opinion that pro­
vincial legislation would be required to 
deal with the situation, as it would be 
beyond the power of the city

SEAPLANE IS WRECKED 
SHORTLY AFTER START 

OF ITS FLIGHT TODAY

D.S.O., 
who were attempting a trans-Canada 
flight, crashed 20 miles northeast of 
St. John on the first leg of Its trip, 
which was from Halifax .to Riviere du 
Loup, on the River St. Lawrence. Col. 
Leckie telephoned to SL John and asked 
that a filing boat be sent to Long 
Beach, where the accident happened, as 
soon as possible. The seaplane v as 
badly wrecked.

Question Will Be Taken Up by 
Drury Government 

Immediately.

Toronto, Ôct. 7.—A lair rental court 
may be established shortly by the Pro­
vincial Government. The question will 
be taken up on Friday, when a local 
deputation will wait on Hon. W. E. 
Raney, who le acting: premier in the 
absence ot Premier Drury. Mr. Raney 
states that when the bill for the estab­
lishment of a fair rental oourt was in­
troduced in the Legislature last session 
the situation was not nearly as acute 
as it is now. The bill was withdrawn 
because the legal advisers of the Gov­
ernment did not approve of the form 
of the bill, and it w a too late in the 
session to reintroduce 11 

The assessment department started in 
earnest yesterday afternoon to deal 
witTT the rent question. Sixteen mem­
bers of the s*aff were sent out to make 
a survey of all apartment house in the 
city, and gather information as to 
rental charges, assessed values, names 
of owners, and percentage on the In­
vestment.

This information will be tabulated as 
soon as it is gathered, and will be laid 
before the board of control in connec­
tion with the application to the Gov­
ernment for a fair rent court.

GERMANSUGGËSTIONS 
NOT CONSIDERED BY 
FRENCH GOVERNMENT

Ideas Emanating From Berlin 
Up To Present Not 

Satisfactory.

Paris, Oct. 7.—The French Govern­
ment. according to the foreign office, 
continues open to German suggestions 
for a settlement of reparations, but so 
far none of the proposals submitted 
are deemed worthy of serious consid­
eration. There will be no definite re­
fusal to negotiate directly with Ger­
many. The German and French am­
bassadors are constantly In touch with 
both governments, but up to the pres­
ent no plans have been arranged for 
a meeting prior to the Geneva confer­
ence. which will fix the total sum of 
the reparations.

Lav-rence Sugar Refineries, there will 
be no ^eduction at present in the price 
ol augar in Montreal. The price quot­
ed today was 119.50 per cut, with 5 
per cent off to the wholesalers buying 
in carload lots. The retailer pays 19’y6 
cents a pound.

WHEN TANK EXPLODES 

ABOARD VESSEL AT N.
Police Reserves aod " " Rushed To Scene of Ac 

dent At New York Pier—Ship Was in Dry Deck For 
pahs—Steamer Is Owned by Toronto Company.

New York, Oct. 7.—An oil tank 
aboard the British steamer G. R. 
Crowe tied up for repairs in She- 
wan's drydock in Brooklyn, ex­
ploded early this afternoon, while 
approximately 1.000 men were 
working on the craft. Nearly an 
hour after the explosion, the num­
ber of killed and Injured was not 
known definitely, but a report 
made to police headquarters had a 
dozen killed and many Injured. 
Ambulances and Red Cross work­
ers were rushed to the scene from 
all parts of the city.

Because of the Intense confusion 
In the yard, with all officials at the 
waterfront directing the work of 
employees recruited to aid the po­
lice and firemen, It was difficult to 
obtain accurate information an hour 
after the - blast came. It was be­
lieved, however, that a score of 
workers had been trapped In the 
hold.

Fire did not follow the explosion, 
but a column of flame that leaped 
from the steel hull of the Crowe 
lead» to fear that five other steam­
ers tied up In the yard might be 
endangered. Fire apparatus was 
rushed to the yards.
