Winnipeg, Man., April 27.—(Special.)— 
The «hope of the C. f. R. are cloeed to- 
day, and the union men in the service 
of the company state that so far as they 
are concerned they will remain closed 
until the dispute with reference to the 
new working- schedule has been adjusted. 
AH hope of averting a rupture appears to 
have been given up, and according to the 
best information obtainable here today, 
a conflict would appear to be inevitable. 
Both officials of the company and repre­
sentatives of the men have sought to 
avoid trouble, and to arrive at a more 
peaceable adjustment of the difficulty. 
There appears, however, to be a radical 
difference of opinion regarding the new 
schedule, and it would seem to be im­
possible to reconcile it. The shops will 
remain closed all week in any care. No 
intimation has yet been made of any 
sympathetic action on the part of other 
employes of the company. The number 
of men directly affected in the west is 
about three thousand.

London, April 27.—A remarkable blizzard, 
the worst experienced In the south of Eng­
land since 1881, continued practically all over 
the United Kingdom throughout Friday night 
and Saturday until Saturday midnight. It 
waa accompanied by a violent northerly gale 
and a low temperature aad In many places 
the snow drifts are eight feet deep. Rail­
way traffic has been seriously delayed and 
telegraph and telephone systems are com­
pletely disorganised. Trolley cars and motor 
cars have been snowed up in every section 
of the country.

Many of the outlying districts are Isolated 
and some deaths from exposure are reported. 
Enormous damage has been done, especially 
to the young fruit crops. London, where 
much snow has fallen during the past week, 
was bathed In sunshine yesterday, though it 
Is still very cold.

Toronto, Ont., April 27—(Special).—The 
immigration eyitem of the Canadian gov­
ernment came in for bitter criticism at 
a clinical meeting held on Saturday night 
at the Orthopedic hospital; Dr. Clatite, 
superintendent of the Toronto asylum for 
the insane, in a lecture made the remark­
able statement that of 200 patiente ad­
mitted to the asylum during the past year 
120 were foreigners, and the greater part 
of these were recent arrivals.

The rates these men have been pay­
ing have been found to be so inadequate 
that for the past two yearn the payments 
on account of these members for mortuary 
disability and old age benefits have exceed­
ed by a considerable sum the premiums 
paid by them. The situation is, therefore, 
that the old members have commenced 
drawing upon their reserve, and are now 
contributing nothing towards the credit 
balance of the order's funds.

The 150,000 policy holders who have 
joined since 1898 will not be affected by 
the proposed changes.

The old members had policies totalling 
$100,000,000. The executive is recom­

mending increases in their rates averaging 
20 to 25 per cent.

The difference between the old rates 
and the present rates is as follows: At the 
age of twenty years, 62 cents per month 
and 80 cento; at twenty five years, 67 
cents and 94 cento; at thirty yearn, 72 
cents and $1.14; at thirty-five years, 78 
cents and $1.38; at forty years, 96 : cents 
and $1.88; and the other years in propor­
tion. i

Three different plans are proposed by 
the executive officers for placing the old 
members on an equality with new mem­
bers in the matter of payment of rates:

A. —The old members now to contribute 
the difference between rate they have 
paid and whât they would have paid at 
age of entry under present rates, with in­
terest at four per cent, compounded, and 
pay the present rate fqr age of entry for 
the future.

If any member is not in a position to 
pay this difference he can borrow it from 
the society paying interest at the rate of 
five per cent, and have the amount de­
ducted when policy becomes a claim—if 
not sooner paid.

B. —Have a new rating, to be fixed by 
combining the rate at the age of entry for 
such amount of insurance as what he has 
paid for would pay on present rate—with 
rate at attained age for difference between 
such amount and the amount of policy.

C. —Accept in lieu of policy now held a 
policy for such amount as the rate paid 
would pay on basis of the present rates, 
and continue to pay the rate he has been 
paying.

The Supreme Court would not ordinar­
ily have met until next year, but the rates 
question, the insurance question 
question, the insurance legislation pending 
at Ottawa, and other matters have earned 
the executive officers to call the Supreme 
Court together this year.
