Montreal, Dec. 14—(Special)—St.' Pat-
vick’s  parish. church was the .scene of a
veremony of rare historic intevest yester-
day when two bells the “Charlotte,” and
the “Holy Name,” were dedicated for ser-
vice in the steeple of St. Patrick’s with
all the appropriate ceremonial that the
Roman Catholic church has ordered for
such occasions.

In 1847, when the square towers now ex-
isting replaced the tapering spire of No-
tre Dame, the Whitechapel Bell Foundry.
which had then passed into the hands of
Messrs. Charles and George Sears, was
once more called upon to supply bells for
the new towers, and ‘“Le Gros Bourdon,”
weighing 11 1-2 tons, the largest bell ever
sent abroad, and others of the Notre
Dame peal were shipped to Canada. Many
citizens of Montreal remember the trans-
fer of ‘‘Charlotte” and the smaller bell
from Notre Dame to the Gothic tower of
St. Patrick’s.

crack had marred the sound. A section
was sawed out of the bell, and it was con-
tinued in use until last spring, when
“Charlotte” was lowered from the tower
of St. Patrick’s and sent back to the same
foundry that had turned it out in 1774 and
was there recast, so that it stands today,

When the bell
was sent buck to London in the spring of
this year the original récords of her con-
struction were found in the offices of the
foundry, which was first established in
1570 by Robert Mot, on kKssex Road.

WHAT A DUTCH CRUISER

wm.m;ua,fl-xua of ‘Curacao, Dec. 14
—The following detailed: story of the cap-
ture Saturday last of the Venezuelan

coast mrd ship Alix by the Dutch
cruiser Gelderland, was obtained this
morning from an officer of the cruiser.

At six o’clock Saturday morning the
Gelderland was steaming slowly a short
distance off the fort at Puerto Cabello.
She noticed the Alix coming in, and af-
ter taking up a position that prevented
the » of the smaller boat, she or-
her to rstop , and sent a boat to
search the Venezuelan vessel. 1t was
discovered that the captain of the Alix
had hidden his Venezuelan pennant in
his pocket and he pretended that his
vessel was a merchant steamer. A passen-
ger on board the Alix, however, declared
to the Dutch officer that the Alix was a
coast guard vessel. A search was then
made. The flag was found in the cap-
tain’s pocket, and six rifles and a small
quantity of ammunition also were dis-
covered. The rifles were in bad condition.
The crew of the Alix were given their
choice of coming to Curacao or going
ashore at Puerto Cabello. They prefer-
red the latter course, embarked in one of
their own boats and pulled into the har-
bor.

The Venezuelan gunboat Restaurador
was at Puerto Cabello and, the officers
of the Gelderland could see her getting
up steam. Smoke was pouring from her
funnel. The Gelderland stayed outside
Puerto Cabello for several hours waiting
to see if the Restaurador would come out
but she did not venture forth.
