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SENSATIONAL SUICIDE OF

~ RICH YOUNG FRENCHMAN

“Sheer Boredom” Made Ferdinand Ravenez, Aged
: 20, Want to Die

He Entertained Suppa” Party at Mom'e Carlo Cafe and Com-
mitted Suicide as a “Pleasant Surprise” for Them—Had
 a Record as a Duellist and a Fondness For Vivid Clothes

Paris, March 13-—Ferdimnd'R4v§nez, a

wealthy young Parisian, con_lmitted sui-
cide at Monte Carlo last night under re-
markable and sensational  circumstances.

The young man gave a supper to a num

. ber of friends at which the pleasute was
fast and furious. Several times during the
evening Ravenez cried: ‘This is nothing
a big sutprise is awaiting you at the end.”
At dawn, when the party was separating
Ravenez shouted:. “Now for the "great sur-
prise.”’ . At the same time he arose ab-
ruptly ‘and walked toward'the Gypsy or-
chestra which wasy playing a Hungarian
~hapsody. His friefds expecting a practic-
al joke, watched him expeéctingly. Tt!ey
were stupefied to see him suddenly- point
a pistol at his temple and fire. He fell

dead. The only reason for this act is de:
scribed as ‘‘sheer boredom.” Ravenez was
only 20 years old and he has been a fam-
iliar figure in Paris’ boulevards where his
{l.king for vivid clothing attracted atten-
ion, !

Three years ago the young man figured
in a sensational duel.. He' challenged a pro-
fessional swordsman as a result of a cafe
quarrel,” but” the swotdsman refused ' to
fight on the ground:that Ravenez had not
reached his majority. Undaunted Ravenez
issued a challenge ‘dated the date he was
18 years old and he devoted the. interven-
ing time to rigirous training. When he fin-
ally did meet his adversary on the field
the contest was of the fiercest character

Chief -of Police Clark, called, said he
thought” Downie_ could - arise. Mr. Price
said the chief was a very zea{ous witness
and the chief retorted sharply and was
told by His Honor mnot to engage in.a
controversy with the counsel for the de-
fence who objected to the chief stating
that Downie was in condition to arise t6
his feet. He examined his threat a few
minutes aiter arriving. He gave directions
to Policeman Olive to go across to the
Welcome Soap Company factory to en-
quire if they had seen anybody going in
or out of the Simms building and instruct-
ed Detective Killen to cover the outskirts
of the city. When the chief reached the
Simms office in the night he saw Mr. An-
derson -and Sergcant Campbell with the
valise belween them. He ordered Camp-
bell to arrest Downie and previously a
man had been shadowing the accused. The
chief went to Leinster Hall to see if Night
Detective Lucas was around. He saw Dow-
nie in a cell the following mofning. He
was crying, with his face .in his hands
and muttered something inaudibly. He
warned . Downie that anything he eaid
would be used in evidence against him. He
said nothing further. i

Mr, Price cross-examined him. The
chief Gaid he saw Downie passing into the
guard room*on. the night of the arrest. He
went to the guard room where a number
were congregated and asked why Downie
was not down stairs. He did not recollect
askidg Downie why he arose when he
told him to and did not remember Dow-
nie saying: “I beg your pardon.” He
might have said it. He said ‘“‘see here,”
and Downie' followed him into the wash-
room. He did not remember closing the
door. There was very little conversation.
The chief warned him than anything he
said would be used against him. He told
Downie he was suspicious of him from
the first. He did not say: “Come on now
you may as well own up. You can’t fool
us’ He swore positively that he did not
use this expression. He denied intimat-
ing to Downie that he was choked once
and he was sore for a few days. He spoke
of this to some officers. He did not ask
Downie why he got up.

Mr. Price here requested the chief to
face the jury so they could sce his coun-
tenance. - The chief said he took Downie
into the wash-room for no especial reason
but thought that if Downie wanted to
say something he would hear it. He went
in' more to warn him. It is a common
thing for,him to go to the cells to inquire
if the prisoners are warm.

“Do you ask them any other questions,”
gaid Mr. Price. “I don’t know what you
mean,” 1 replied the chief. There is a
janitor there to keep the cells warm.
He did not ask Downie where he lived.
. He did nat query him next with: “How
did you come to do it,” When he left
Downie he remarked: “That’s a bad job.”

Mr. Price claimed that the evidence of
confession was inadmiseible. Firstly, be-
cause it was police cell ‘evidence, and sec-
ondly, because the evidence showed that
the chief of police interrogated Downie
the night before the alleged statement was
made in the cell and because the interro-
gation in the night shortly after hislarrest
took place in a private room. ;

His Honor stated that he would not ad-
mit evidence of & confession or incrimin-
ating statement if the officer draws the in-
formation from the aecused while under
arrest, but where the officer warns the

In the conversation
with Messrs, Reid and Anderson the chief
said’ the American police have the " ad-
vantage over us in being able to sweat peo-
ple and put it in evidence. This was the
only statement he made to them in con-
nection with this case. He made no refer
ence to sweating Downie, but Mr. Reid
spoke of the chief talking with Downie,
and the chief replied that he intended to
interview the accused later. The amounts

When
pressed, he reiterated four times that he
did not recollect.

Another
reason was that he had an officer watch-
ing Downie. He did not think it was in
the regular c%urse of his duty to search
the premises before. He thought Downie
would go to the office for the
money, and the plain-clothes man would
capture him red-handed. He did not think
it discreet to leave the money in the
office so that the thief would come and
take his booty.

Albert L. Foster re-called, said he lock-
ed his cash drawer from which $24 was
purloined. There was no appearance of
the drawer being forced. key could
be inserted in a crevice and it could be
opened thus. The dial on the drawed and
two adjoining ones, differed slightly, but
there was no other difference for a strang-
er to detect.

The crown closed the case, with the
