Daniel Ryan, supported by a large and
capable company opened an engagement
at the Opera House last night, presenting
The Vagabond King, a romantic comedy,
as the opening production.
The Vagabond King is new to St. John.
Its first act runs along lines similar to the
Prisoner of Zenda. There are the same
plotting ministers, the weak, unpopular
king, and the man who looks like him,
but at the close of the first act the stories
diverge and The Vagabond King is finish-
ed along rather original lines. The story
is an interesting one, and the play was
much to the liking of the large audience.
Briefly told, Hector, the reigning King
of Kahnburg, is not the king. The right-
ful sovereign was kidnapped when a child
and when the play opens appears upon the
scene as a vagabond newspaper correspon-
dent named Gustave Venner. His sur-
priging likeness to the king, who is object-
ionable in more ways than one, suggests
to an intriguing prime minister that he
be substituted. The deed is accomplished
and the deposed king sent to a mad house.
After assuming his new role, Venner
learns his real birth and falls in love with
Olivia, Princess of Baronia, who, by con-
tract, is to wed the King of Kahnburg
whoever he may be, and is at the court
in disguise to see for herself what manner
of man the king is. In the end the de-
posed king, who has escaped from his cap-
tors, is killed after a futile attempt to
dispose of his rival, and all ends happily.
Mr. Ryan, in the dual roles of Venner
and King Hector, gave an excellent deline-
ation of the character and showed much
versatility in his conception of the two
men, who are physical . counterparts, but
who differ widely in mentality and tem-
perament.
