CALLS McCLURE
AN UNNEUTRAL

Why He Could Not Land In
Great Britain

Suc_cumbed Te German Wiles

Became Editor of New York
Evening Mail After it Had
Been Purchased by German In-

terests

With reference to the deportation of
S. S. McClure from Great Britain.

The Providence Journal says:
“\ir, McClure has long been suspected
the British authorities of unneutral
“activities of a most vigorous character,
{ in which work he is charged with having
)glxsed his American citizenship as a cloak.

N t is asserted that, taking advantage of

the latitude allowed him to pass unmol-
ested between England and Germany, he
has given to German officials, under the
guise of “observations” important and
valuable information, and that he has
also been responsible for bringing into
the United States propaganda moving
picture films which Hve been handed to
him by German officials for.that purpose.

“As soon as it was ascertained that
Mr. McClure was under investigation in
England all the German propagandist
sheets in this country began to attack
him on the trumped up charge that he
had succumbed to British blandishment
end was changing the course of The New
York Evening Mail from Pro-German
to Pro-British leanings. All this mater-
jal was promptly forwarded to ‘British
officials from anonymous sources with
the evident intention of clearing Mr. Mc-
Clure from any suggestion of pro-Ger-
man activities.

“Mr. McClure was led into his present
entanglement by Dr. E. A, Rumely, one
of the chie? propagandist agents of the
German government in this country, who
acted as the dummy in the purchase of
The New York Mail from ,Henry L.
Stoddard last year. The real purchaser
was Dr. Heinrich Albert, fiscal agent of
the German government in the United
States, who put up the money after a
futile attempt to raise $2,000,000 by the
sale of stock for the creation of a Ger-
mian propaganda daily paper to ‘be pub-
. ‘lished in the Engiish language in New
York,

“Qwing principally to the very logical
‘,@positiou of the New York Staats-Zeit-
-ung and some leading German~Ameri-
cans of New York the scheme: for estab-
lishing a new daily was abandoned and
the purchase of The Evening Mail de-
“cided on, after an attempt had been made
to buy The New York Press from Mr.

Munsey.

“Immediately after Dr. Rumely took
hold of the Mail, several of the older men
on that paper left it, being unable to
work in the atmosphere of international
intrigue which began to pervade ' the
whole establishment. The United States
Secret Service secured possession of evi-
dence showing that Dr. Humely was us-
ing his office as a centre of the German
propaganda system in New York., It was
into the midst of these conditions that
Mr. MeClure was induced to enter the
service of the Evening Mail and on his
recent Eurcpean trip he was cdrefully
watched by the British authorities.

“They claim to have discovered suf-
ficient evidence to justify their action in
ordering Mr. ‘McClure’s deportation from

' England.”

Not only does the present “open
door” policy of the Borden government
in the matter of liquor importations in-
to prohibition provinces endanger the
success of these provincial prohibitory
enaétments, and; nullify their effect in
bringing about sobriety among the peo-
ple, but, as stated in the opening para-
graph of this article, the situation thus
created is being used by the liquor in-
terests to discourage people in other
provinces from voting for prohibition.
A referendum on prohibition is shortly
to be held in British Columbia, and we
find paid advertisements appearing in the
coast papers detailing conditions in Win-
nipeg as a result of the refusal by the
Dominion government to put a stop to
importations into prohibition territory.

One of these B. C. anti-prohibition
advertisements quotes as follows from
a Winnipeg paper of July 10: °

“Who buys and drinks the carloads
of liquor shipped into Winnipeg every
week from the neighboring provinces?

“Winnipeggers still drink freely of the
cup that is supposed to cheer. On hun-
dred commission houses are importing
liquor to assuage the thirst of that por-
tion of the population which uses water
for only cleansing purposes.

“Who buys this liquor? Who is 1t
whose thirst  keeps commission houses
working day and night to keep up with
the rush of business?”

The advertisement concludes: “Is This
Prohibition?” and asks the public to
consider that the British Columbia Pro-
hibition Act is similar to the Manitoba
legislation in so far as the importation
of liquor from outside points is coneern-
ed. Provincial legislation must neces-
sarily be the same because the provinces
are powerless to help themselves, and
the Dominion parliament under the con-
trol of the Borden government refuses
to do anything. :
