Amsterdam, yune 8—Extensjon:of the
kGerman Empire beyond the old fron-
tiers to “secure it against future attack”
was predicted by King Ludwig of Bav-
aria, in an address yesterday before the
Canal League.

“When the English declared war I
said, ‘I ammﬁlad because now we can
settle acco with. our enemies; now,
at'last we may hope to get moreé far§

“Ten months have elapsed and much
precious blood has been. spilt, but it will
not have béen in vain.

valuators raised the question whether
they should enter these properties at
their full value or at the value fixed by
law for, those partially exempt, leaving
the city churches out entirely. As there
is nothing to guide them and opinion
was divided, it was decided to appeal
to the' courts for a decision.
. The decision will not -affect the
amount of taxes paid on any of these
fropertics, as that is already fixed by
aw. What it will decide is the propor-
tion of taxes to be paid by the city
and each of the four parishes.” The total
valuation is taken as the basis for divid-
ing up the assessment among the five
sections of the municipality. If the city
or any of the parishes should exempt
a large portion of the property within
the borders, thus reducing the total valu-
ation, it would throw the burden on the
other parishes.

For example, if the city did not need
the money and decided to exempt all
property within its borders from taxa- .
tion, that would be its privilege so far
as city taxes were concerned, but it
could not be argued that this relieved
the city of the duty to contribute to the
icounty revenue. The present situation
is somewhat the same, except that it is
on a much smaller scale, and that both
the city and the Parish of Lancaster
have done the same thing. Whether<the
various exemptions balance ids not
known, as the valuators have not pub-
lished their figures. It is probable, how-
ever, that the city has exempted much
more property than the county, and that
the result of listing all properties ' at
their real value would be that the city
would have to pay a still larger
tion of the taxes of the municipality.
Of course the extra burden would fall
on the average taxpayer who is not ex-
