Absence of Wind Made Cold Seem Less
Intense — Weather Man. Says More

For versatility, you will have to take
your hat off to the St. John weather.
Although we are only about half way
through February, since the first of the
month the mercury has galloped all the
way from forty-four degrees above zero
to twenty below the cipher—a varjation
of sixty-four degrees—and between times
we have had all varieties of weather,
which recalls the little ditty,

First it rained and then it snew
And then it friz and then it blew,
And then there came a shower of rain,
And then it friz and snew again.

In the forty-seven days since the first
of the year, fifteen have seen the ther-
mometer below the zero, mark, five of
them in the present month. After drop-
ping almost to a ‘record depth last week,
the mercury climbed to twenty abom
and we had a fall of five and a h
inches of snow, to thé accompaniment
of a thirty-four mile gale. O

During Sunday night, however, 'the
thermometer took anotheér sudden:drop,
going as low as eight below at.the local
observatory. Some of the outlying dis-
tricts repdft ten and twelye below. The
wind, however, has almost entirely sub-
sided and many were s d'to note
that the thermometer registered ‘below
the zero mark. The wind this motning
was blowing but six miles. an hour, and
the temperature was gradually rising.
The probabilities are more snow—we are
going to have another change.

5l ing an eudit of his

Worry Over Expected Cross-
Examination Led To Suicide

By Graft Probe

Nothing Wrong in Acédunts of New York
State Treasurer, But He Was Upset

(Canadian Press)

New York, Feb. 16—In addition to the
proposed legislative investigation into
the officc of the state treasurer, left
vacant yesterday by the suicide of John
J. Kennedy, state treasurer, District-
Attorney Whitman was prepared to re-
sume late today the Johm Doe investi-
gation into political graft, before which
Kennedy was to have been a witness.
Friends of the late state treasurer at-
tributed his suicide, in a measure, to the
prospect of a public grilling at Mr.
Whitman’s hands.

There were two matters, generally
speaking, concerning ' which Mr. Whit-
mar was anxious to question Kennedy.
One was the: action of the state canal
board, of which Kennedy was a mem-
ber, in rejecting a bid of James G.
Stewart, after Stewart had refused to
contribute a huge sum to one Mr, Gaff-
ney. The other concerned details of 'de-
posits of state funds in banking institu-
tions bonded by a company with which
Kernedy had formerly been connected.
Kennedy had already been before the
grand jury, but Mr. Whitman was not
through with. him.

Witnesses at the John Doe inquiry, as
planned today, were to-be contractors
alleged to have been “sand bagged” into
making contributions to the Democratic
state campaign fund.

Nervy Rescue of Pneumonia
Patient on Fifth Story

THREE CHARGES AGANST FSH
