Official confirmation of this 
could not be obtained to-day, as A. T. 
Gowar’d, ldcST manager of the B. C. 
Electric Railway Company, is but of 
town.

Those well-informed as to the situ­
ation, however, say there can be no 
doubt whatever that a move of this 
sort is contemplated, and they add that 
it is practically decided that the street 
railway will be extended out Quadra 
street to connect with what is termed 
“the new road" leading directly to Cor­
dova Bay. It is known also that 
parties, presumably acting for . thé 
company, have been very active lately 
in acquiring property at North Saan­
ich, in some instances offering as hig^i 
as $600 per acre for the same.

That the street car company should 
have an eye on Cordova Bay is re­
garded as one of the inevitable de­
velopments in connection with the 
growth and expansion of Victoria. The 
Bay is one of the prettiest spots on 
the whole Pacific coast and is an ideal 
place for a summer resort. It has leng 
been popular with Victorians and each 
summer has found many campers 
there. The bay is the largest of the 
indentations on the coast line in the 
neighborhood of Victoria and in its 
attractive features as a. popular, resort

Salt Lake City, Utah, April 18.—The 

steel framework of the Utah hotel, a 
13-story building in course of construc­
tion, was dynamited early to-day. The 
explosion shattered windows in several 
nearby blocks and scores of panic- 
stricken persons rushed to the streets 
in their night clothing.

Directors of the company have of­
fered a big reward for the dynamiters.

The explosion hurled steel beams into 
' the air and dropped them like straws 
into the streets, on nearby buildings 
and back into the twisted mass of 
girders.

The roof of the Utah state bank was 
riddled and crushed by the falling 
beams. Several persons in a nearby 
apartment house had narrow escapes 
from death.

The forces of. the explosion was so 
great that telephone operators in- a 
branch building two blocks away from 
the hotel were thrown from their 
chairs. Telegraph and telephone’lines 
adjacent to the building were put out 
of commission.

Shortly before . the explosion the 
watchmen reported that they had seen 
two men emerge from the shadows of 
the framework and run at top speed.. 
The watchmen said they started ill- 
pursuit and. they believe that to this 
fact they owe their lives.

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Monterey, Maxlco, April 18.—An anti­
quated locomotive exploded in the 
yards of the National Railway of 
Mexico here Saturday, Instantly killing 
eleven employees of the road. Others 
were horribly injured, but it is expected 
the engineer, G. S. Monaghan, will re­
cover.

The screwing down of the safety 
valve to the engine after it had been 
run out of the roundhouse caused the 
explosion. Engineer Monaghan told 
that the steam gauge was not working 
properly after he left the roundhouse 
and a mechanic climbed to tl\e boiler 
deck to examine the safety valve. An 
instant later fragments of human bod­
ies and twisted bits of engine were 
hurled high in the air. The front end 
of the boiler was blown .more than a 
hundred feet down the track, leaving 
death in its wake.

Nelson W. Aldrich will retire at the 
end of his present term. Under no cir­
cumstances will he be a candidate for 
re-election. The announcement was 
made to-day by General Brayton, 
known as the Republican boss of the 
state. General Brayton declares that 
ill-health is the cause of the senator’s 
determination to retire.

General Bray ton ’s~ announcement is 
considered authoritative. Aldrich has 
refused, as yet, to make any statement, 
other than he would fight for re-elec­
tion If the fight against him in con­
gress continued, or if a fight were 
started against him in Rhode Island.

General Brayton’s announcement is 
taken to mean that an understanding 
has been reached by Republican lead­
ers in the state, and that Senator Al­
drich will be allowed to retire without 
any movement against him, but with 
the endorsement of his party here.

The retirement of Aldrich will take 
from the senate one of the most strik­
ing. figures in recent years, and the 
man generally conceded -to have the 
greatest influence in the "upper house 
of congress. He is considered as the 
dictator of the recent tariff bill as it 
passed the senate.

It is anticipated that Angus Smith, 
city engineer, will submit his report o’n 
the condition of th< Smith’s Hill reser­
voir at this evening’s meeting of the 
city council. For thé past two weeks 
Mr. Smith has been engaged in the 
investigation and has submitted the big 
basin to a series of tests in order to 
disclose the weak places which are re­
sponsible for the leakages. Many 
practical men have long held the 
theory that it is not so much the bot­
tom of the reservoir that is faulty, as 
the sides, and as supporting the cor­
rectness of this reasoning they point 
out that as the tank is gradually ailed 
the rate of leakage increases material­
ly. Mr. Smith has gone inter this phase 
of the matter very carefully. His re­
port is awaited with the keenest in­
terest not only by citizens generally 
but by the mayor and council, who are 
anxious to proceed with the work of 
repair with all possible speed. In this 
connection it may be recalled that the 
assistant city engineer, G. H. Bryson, 
has already reported on the reservoir, 
estimating the cost, of repair at $30,000.

Another matter of importance which 
is expected to come before the board 
this evening is that of the widening of 
Fort street,,between Douglas and Cook. 
A number of tile property 
opposeil to the scheme and will hand 
in a petition against it. This petition 
goes first to the city assessor, Wm. W.
