New Westmmster, March 3~—At the
last city council meeting, .. the Third
Street debenture improvement bylaw
providing.for the paying ef .a portion
of Third street was finally. passed. This
bylaw has been held:-up on account of
the strenuous opposxﬂnn of some of the
resldents of Third street. .In the face
of the faet that the aforesald residents
have threatened to take out.;an .in-
junction preventlng the work, - the
conncil has decided that the objectors
do not represent enough of the assesed
value of the property affected to legal-
Iy prevent. paying -operations proceed-
ing.

At the . meeting, “‘however, several
petitions were received signed by many
of those whe originally - opposed the
bavement.scheme. The request was
referred to the board of works for in-
vestigation, to see 1f. there was the
necessary majority in favor of the
work.
