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EXPROPRIATION BY-LAW
10 GO BEFORE PEOPLE

A Sum of $1,350,000 Will Be Asked for Acquisit-
ion of Esquimalt Waterworks Co’s. Property
aird to Lay Pipes to Goldstream

It was decided by the city council
ast night to submit a by-law to the
ratepayers qualified to vote on money
by-laws, authorizing the council to
borrow a sum of $1,350,000 for the pur-
pose of acquiring the| undertakings of
he Esquimalt Waterworks Company
and laying a pipe line from Goldstream
nto the city. In coming to the decision
o have the ratepayers pass upon the
broposal before any steps are taken to
pxpropriate the property of the com-
pany, the council is |acting upon the
advice of its counsel, W, J. Taylor, K.C.
There was a lengthy discussion before
this decision was come to, many phases
of the problem beilng canvassed. A
mall minority of the council are in
avor of acting upon the wishes ex-
pressed .in the referendum vote at the
municipal election in| 1908, and going
o Sooke Lake for a water supply, but
hey voted with their colleagues in re-
erring the question of the expropria-
tion of the Esquimalt property to the
people.

Arthur L. Adams, the waterworks
axpert for the city, was present and
vas asked at the outset by Ald, Fuller-
fon what he thought the undertakings
were worth, -whether the offer of
1900,000 by the city was a reasonable

Ald. McKeown remarked that a lot
ad been spent on the works since Mr.
Adams made his first estimate of what
the property was worth.
Expert’s Opinion..

Mr. Adams said that the question the
mayor had asked him on a former oc-
dasion was whether he thought the city
would be warranted in making an of-
for of from $700,000 to $900,000 for the
property at Goldstream and in fVictoria
West. He had made a short report at
he time stating that it appeared to him
hat in lieu of improving Sooke. lake
he city would be warranted in offer-

pay he could not say definitely with-
gut having access to the books of the
cdompany and knowing what dividends
hey had paid.
‘Ald, Fullerton asked what additional
expenditure there had been made since
hat report had been made.
Mr. Adams replied that there had
BHeen considerable money spent since
hen, but how much he did not know.
ere had been two dams_ built at
fVaugh creek and also a diverting ditch
er from Gaoldstream to one of the
Weaugh creek dams, In determining at
that time what the properties’ were
worth he had considered the matter
from every conceivable standpoint—
the cost to the company, the earnings,
present and prospective; and increased
alue over and above the present cost
vhich might accrue because of - the

chaser of water—and his view at that
time was that the property was not
worth more than about $400,6000 for
Goldstream and $200,000 for Victoria
West, He thought it certain that in
following the method of valuation fixed
by the legislature the city would have
to pay materially more than that, be-
cpuse it was required to secure to the
cpmpany six per cent. interest onm its
investment and pay them in addition
bonus of twenty per cent. The value,
easured in that way, was going to
ount to more than $600,000, and he
should not be surprised if it ran to
$800,000 or $900,000. :

Ald. McKeown said that Mr. Asheroft

made an estimate for the govern-

ent which was virtually the same as

r. Adams’.

! Relative Values,

The mayor remarked that the com-

ny’s dividends had been about $218,-

‘“The price of $850,000, if paid, is jus-
fled on the part of the city only upon
he assumption that Sooke lake is the
Jternative,” continued WMr. Adams,
and that you can afford to pay for
roldstream what the same quantity of
ater would cost you if brought from
8Spoke lake. ' The company would get
e benefit of the cost of going to the
xt most available source of supply.”
“And it puts the city under the one
ter system,” the mayor said.
Mr. Adams admittedthah this would
an ‘argument for the acquisition of
e Goldstream property.
|“Do you think it good business for
2[8 city to expropriate Goldstream in

preference to going to Sooke?” Ald.
rner asked.

Mr,, Adams answered that ‘he would

much better able to give an opinion
if he knew what the price would be
fixed at eventually.

[Ald. Turner pressed his question and
Ald. Mable asked Mr. Adams by what
means he thought the company could
conclude that it could get more: than
$800,000 by arbitration, and so refused
the city’s first offer.

In reply to Ald. Raymond, Mr. Adams
said that there was nothing about the
agreement with the B. C. Electric Co.
which the city could not fulfill with-
out serious interference with its own
use of the water of Goldstream. 1In
taking over that contract the city
would take over the same uncertainty
a8 attached now to the plans of the
B, C. Electric, in regard to the c¢on-
tinuance of the development of power
at Goldstream. [t was possible that
the company might find it advan-
tageous to develop most of its power
elsewhere than at Goldstream. This
was a matter in which the judgment of
the council was as good as his.

| Capacity of Goldstream,

lA1d. Raymond expressed the. opinion
tﬂat the council should have an un-
derstanding with the B, C. Electric
ad to this matter before entering up-
on expropriation proceedings.

ld. Henderson asked Mr. Adams if
he thought the Esquimalt company

could deliver the maximum of fifteen
million gallons a day which the B. C.
Electric had the power to demand.

Mr. Adams said his opinion was that
the property was good for thirteen and
a half million gallons, but he thought
fifteen was doubtful. He did not think
the city would be warranted in under-
taking to supply fifteen million gallons,
and the existing contract with the Es-
quimalt company would have to be
subjected to some modification if the
city took it over.

Ald, Turner pressed his question as
to Goldstream versus Sooke and Ald.
Mable asked Mr. Adams by what
means he thought the company could
conclude that it could get more than
$900,000 by arbitration and so refused
the city’s first offer.

Mr. Adams did not care to express an
opinion which went outside his profes-
sion, but he pointed out the uncertain-
ty of arbitrations and the vagaries of
arbitrators. They were always apt to
err on the side of the parties being ex-
propriated, but still it was not improb-
able that the city might get the prop,
erty for very much less than $850,000. /

Value of Property.

“At $850,000 you would advise us to
take up the Esquimalt works in pref-
erence to going to Sooke?” Ald. Turner
asked.

“Yes, and I made the statement to
the mayor that you would be justified
in paying $850,000 rather than go to
Sooke,” replied Mr. Adams.

Assto the company’s refusal of the
first offer Mr. Adams made the sug-
gestion that from their standpoint it
was good policy to refuse, that being
only an informal offer anyway.

Ald. McKeown expressed himself
plainly on the matter. Said he: “I
would be willing to give even a little
more thah the plant is worth to get rid
of the company. It is nothing more
than right that the city should con-
trol the supplying of such a necessity
as water to all its citizens. The con-
sumers in Victoria West pay their wa-
ter rates and are in addition taxed in
common  with the rest of the city to
keep up the city waterworks, As the
city works and we may have to go to
Sooke we can bring the supply from
there to Goldstream, and there will be
no Esquimalt company to harass us in
doing so.”

Ald, Henderson was equally strong
int ‘his views the other way. He argued
that the Esquimalt company the city
had with it always, and that it was
better .policy to'spend, say, a mililon
and a half on developing a new source
of water supply than in purchasing an
old company which was already tribu-
tary to the city, The purchase money,
the bulk of it at any rate, would go to
people outside the country, and was
not likely to be reinvested here or even
in the province, whereas in the develop-
ing of the Sooke proposition the money
would be expended right at home, As
to Victoria West, the water could not
be supplied to the consumers any
cheaper by the city than the company.

Mr. Adams, appealed to by Ald. Hen-
derson, said there was something in his
argument as to the ' expenditure of
money here if Sooke lake was gone to.
But after all the whole thing narrowed
down to a question of cost from Ald.
Henderson’s standpoint 'as from any
Other. If he accepted Ald, Henderson's
figure of a million and a half as the
ultimate cost of expropriating the com-
pany’s undertaking and laying a pipe
to Goldstream he would accept his view
also. If the thing could not be done for
less than that the city would be over
his mark,

Ald. Henderson said his figure was
for everything.

Limit to Be Paid.

“Even if you take the Victoria West
and Goldstream properties and bring
the water in from there it should be
done at a total expense of not over
$1,250,000. That extra $250,000 would put
me over the line. You would not-be
warranted in taking the property at
that and should go to Sooke, but I do
not think that a cost of $1,500,000 is to
be anticipated,” said Mr. Adams,

The mayor remarked that a million
and a half would not bring in water
from Sooke.

Mr. ‘Adams repated Hhis advice to
council, that whether the city acquir-
ed Goldstream- or not it should take
whatever action was necessary to hoid
Sooke lake for the city.

City Barrister Taylor pointed out that
by the act of last session the city had
to begin work within two years from
March 15th last and complete them
within eight years from that date if it
wished to develop Sooke lake,

The mayor and other members of the
council took issue with the barrister’s
interpretation of the law, the mayor
stating that the condltion as to_com-
mencing within two years only bemg
put in for the protection of the Esqui-
malt company, so that the city could
not tie it up indefinitely,

Ald. Bishop asked how long it' would
take to get water in from Sooke, and
Mr. Adams replied that it would all
depenrd on the length of time it took
to drive the tunnel, probably four or
five years. It could be done quicker by
the alternate route of a pipe line, which
would not be nearly as desirable. The
cost would be the same practically,

Ald. Raymond asked if the present
system would last till a supply could
be brought in from Sooke.

Mr. Adams said this depended on how
fast the city grew. At the present rate
of growth and use of water the supply
would be good for six years, If the city
was to continue to use water un-
metered the supply would not last, but
the experience of every other place was

that with the introduction of meters

there was a great saving in the amount
consumed.

Before Mr. Adams left the room one
of the alderman asked him if he had
read that afternoon’s Post in reference
to the alleged leakage at the reservoir.

Mr.- Adams looked surprised at the
name and replied that he never read
the Post; that he understood the only
papers here were the Times and the
Colonist,

The By-law.

It was -after 10 o'clock before the
council got to the actual business be-
fore them, which was the consideration
of Mr. Taylor’'s letter, advising that a
by-law. should be put and submitted to
the ratepayers before any steps were
taken towards expropriation,

The principal question which the al-
dermen had to deal with in that con-
nection was the sum which should be
named in the by-law. Should a sum be
put in to cover the expected cost of the
expropiration of the Esquimalt com-
pany’s works only, or should enough
be asked for to lay the pipe line in
from Goldstream which necessarily
follows upon the acquisition of the pro-
perty? The danger of the people get-
ting a wrong impression if the larger
sum was asked for, and jumping at a
econclusion that this was the figure the
company was to get, was present to
the aldermen, and the right, on the
other hand, of the people to know
what the whole scheme would involve.
At the same time there was the diffi-
culty that the council could not make
even an approximate guess at what
sum may be fixed by the arbitrators.

The cost of a pipeline in from Gold-
stream, as estimated by Mr, Adams in
his report of four years ago, would be
$414,700, A couple of years later he es-
timatéd that the cost then would be
$434,000,

The mayor finally suggested that the
sum to be named in the.by-law be a
lump sum, and that it be $1,350,000, This
was- embodied in a resolution moved
by Ald. Stewart and seconded by Ald.
Bishop.

Mayor Hall referred to the difference
of opinion which existed among the
aldermen the last time the people were
consulted about a water supply, and
said that they should be united 1111 this
present matter ,agreeing to stand by
the view of that majority, or they would
get neither Goldstream nor -Sooke,

“lI am going to stand by my con-
science,” declared Ald, Fullerton.

“I am going to oppose~this as I have
done here, and oppose it to the end,”
said Ald, Henderson. “and for this rea-
son, that the people, by an overwhelm-
ing majority, said they wanted to go to
Sooke. I have not met a single person
but is cursing us for talking about
taking the Esquimalt works.”

The motion was carried unanimously,
the opponents of the scheme being one
with their colleagues in the desire to
have the people declare their views. on
the matter.

President Simon Leiser, whose year
of office has been markedly successful,
was the recipient of a hearty vote of
congratulation at the meeting of the
council of the board on Tuesday. The
members of the councii placed on rec-
ord their high appreciation of his
efficient administration of the board’s
affairs during the year, and of his un-
failing courtesy to the members of the
board personally.

The president, acknowledging the
vote, expressed himself as more than
repaid for any time he had- spent by
the thought that it was in the service
of the community, and that the board’s
efforts had helped to advance the city
materially.

A letter from Captain Troup was
read and in reply the secretary was
instructed to advise the C. P. R. that
in the opinion of the board of trade the
return fare to Seattle should be re-

HYDROGRAPHIC
WORK ON COAST

W. J. STEWART TELLS
OF WHAT IS DONE

Chief Hydrographer of Domin-
ion Has Been Making
Inspection.

For a day or two past W. J. Stew-
art, of Ottawa, chief hydrographer for
the Dominion government, has been in
town cleaning up some departmental
business before leaving for home. Be-
fore coming here he visited the scene
of the labors of the hydrographic
steamer Lillpoet in Dixon Entrance,
and found the work proceeding ag fast
as the conditions would allow.

Speaking of the work being done in
those waters Mr, Stewart said that
there was considerable difficulty ex-
perienced almost everywhere on this
coast owing to the prevalence of low
clouds. When soundings are made the
pbosition is ascertained by means of
landmarks at the tops of the hills. Of-
ten, however, the low clouds hide the
landmarks and then al] that can be
done is to wait until the clouds roll
away -before continuing,

Speaking of the value of the survey
Mr. Stewart said that one of the most
important pieces of work they had done
was to find a direct way for steamers
coming from Victoria or Vancouver to
enter Prince Rupert harbor = without
going around Kinahan Island. It was
formerly thought that the bank of
Kitson Island was too shallow to al-
low of safe navigation. This has been
proved to be incorrect and now a per-
fectly safe passage has been charted.

The new complete chart of the whole
approach to Prince Rupert and of the
harbor itself has been prepared and
wil] be ready for distribution in a week
or two. When this is done it will be
possible to obtain perfectly accurate
charts of those waters.

“There seems to be some doubt as to
whether Prince Rupert really has a
good harbor,” said Mr. Stewart. ‘This
is al] nonsense. Prince Rupert has
without doubt one of the finest har-
bors in the world. The approach is as
good as any mariner could wish and it
is perfectly protected on every side.
The anchorage ig a little geep, but not
too deep. It averages about 20 fathoms.
Quite near the wharf you can see by
the chart there is ten fathoms of wa-
ter and at the wharf there is six. That
will’ be ‘as much water as any of the
vessels entering the harbor will re-
quire,

“In a closed harbor it is necessary
that there shall be a narrow entrance
and the tide is bound to pass through
it faster than in other parts of the
harbor, but at the entrance to Prince
Rupert harbgr the tide never flows
faster than three knots, which, com-
pared with the six to geven knots of
Vancouber narrows shows a great ad-
vantage to the porthern port.

“The work is “being pushed as fast
as conditions will. allow. There is a
land party at work in addiion to those
working on the Lillooet. Thig party. is
in charge of H. D. Parizeau, assisted
by L. R. Davies. ,They work in launch-
es from a camp at Claxton,

“There are days when the weather is
too rough for the party on the Lillooet
to work inh the exposed waters of Dixon
Entrance. On such occasions they
enfer Masset Inlet and take soundings
there. A wide difference of opinion ex-
ists as to the value of Masset Inlet.
Some claim that it is no use for ship-
ping purposes, while others say it is
destined to become one: of the finest
harbors in the world. The Lillooet
will settle that question very soon.”

Mr. Stewart is not new to this coast.
He was sent out by the Dominion gov-
ernment in 1891 to survey the narrows
at the entrance to Vancouver harbor.
It was: just after thé time when the
C.P.R: liner Parthia went ashore at
that point. The C.P.R. had adopted
the present site for the city of Van-
couver and thought they had plenty of
water at the entrance, and then al-
most immediately the steamer went
ashore there and they were fearful
that they might have to again move
the townsite. They applied to the Bri-
tish governmernt to make a survey for
them, but there was no ship available.
Then the Canadian government was
asked to undertake the work and Mr.
Stewart was sent in charge of the
party. This was the first survey that
was made by the Dominion government
on this coast.

“There is still a good deal to do on
this coast, enough to wear out the
new steamer Lillooet before it is fin-
ished,” said Mr, Stewart in conclusion.
“Ag soon as the main channels are
thoroughly surveyed there -are all the
smaller channels and inlets to be done,
and this will take a long tim® The
Egeria is lending valuable assistance,
but there is much to be domne.”

Mr. Stewart is returning to Ottawa
to-day.

Returns From Suez Canal
Show British Tonnage Far
in Lead.

The annual meeting of the Suez
Canal Company was held at Paris a
short time ago. The report states that,
in gpite of the apprecidable decrease in
revenue during 1908, it is proposed to
maintain the dividend at last year’s
figure of £6 12s 6d. The falling. off in
the revenue last year as compared with
1907 amounted to £345,102. The expendi-
ture last year amounted to $50,815 more
than in the previous year. This was
largely due to the cost of upkeep of the
canal, such as dredging at’ the station
of Lake Timsah and the. restoration
of the eastern jetty.

Prince Auguste D’Arenberk, president
of the company, in the course of his
comments on the year’s working stated:

In 1908, 3,795 ships, showing a net
tonnage of 13,633.283 tons, passed
through the canal. Consequently, com-
pared with 1907 there is' a diminution
of 472 ships and 1,095,151 tons. The av-
erage volume of the ships has been
3,452 tons in 1907, and 2,592 tons in 1908.
The increasing of the average tonnage
seen in succeeding years has been re-
markably manifgsted. The average

average in the’ r realized since the
opening of th§f canal. A branch so-
ciety of the Standard Oi] Company is
negotiating with us just now in order
to rent a piece of ground at Port Said.
