The jury was given the case at one 
o’clock yesterday, and, after délibéra,ting 
twelve hours came into courbât 1.30 this 
morning and' informed Recorder Goff 
that they had failed to reach a verdict. 
The jury were sent ‘back to continue 
their deliberations.

At 2.20 o’clock the jury again entered 
the court room, where the recorder ami 
other court officials were in waiting, andl 
the foreman1 announced that they had 
failed to agree cm the verdict. He add­
ed that their disagreement seemed hope­
less of adjustment. Upon this announce­
ment Recorder Goff formally discharged1 
the twelve mem: composing the third! jury 
that has considered' this celebrated1 case.

It is understood' that a majority of 
the jury was for acquittal, but in what 
proportion they stood: cannot be ascer­
tained.

Miss Patterson collapsed on the jury’s 
Announcement and fainted dead away. 
She was assisted from the court by one 
of her counsel and several court attehdt- 
ants and’ revived! in the ante-room.

On the second' return of the jury, Re­
corder Goff made a personal appeal to 
the foreman to endeavor again to reach 
a verdict. The foreman entered! the 
jury box and polled the jump*» in open 
court, but they were not Able to agree. 
The recorder- then asked theme again, if 
there was not some point $n law or some­
thing he could do by which they, might 
be able to reach, a verdict, but the jur­
ors remained steadfast and finally de­
clared their verdict a disapgreement.

Recorder Goff before dismissing the 
jorors cautioned' them not to tell how 
they stood1.

Future procedure in the case is un­
certain, It has been intimated by the 
district attorney’s office that the people 
probably would! not attempt another trial. 
Should this be the case Miss Patterson 
would be released either in, nominal bail 
or under her own " recognizances, and' the 
indictment eventually 'be squashed.

The af­
fair occurred on a 26th street car at 
Stewart avenue. The victims are Ed­
ward Bosweil, a colored medical student, 
and W. Jameson, also colored. The men 
who committed the assault escaped.

Shooting occurred at Franklin and 
Madison streets, when a caravan manned 
by colored drivers and guards was at­
tacked by a big crowd. The negroes 
opened fire at once. Harry Williams 
and Fred Smith when seated on a paper 
laden wagon narrowly escaped death. A 
bullet passed through Williams's coat 
and another through Smith’s hat. After 
the shooting the caravan ^proceeded on 
its stormy route. While driving a wagon 
load of cdal "at Franklin and Madison 
streets Joseph Scott, a non-union colored 
teamster, was shot in the right shoulder. 
He was tqken to a police station, where 
his injuries were dressed.

Chief of Police O’Neill is steadily in­
creasing his force and he believes he will 
be able to cope with the situation. He 
says 14,000 policemen are on strike duty.

Nearly 300 negro strike breakers re­
fused to work when the police called at 
the non-unionist headquarters to accom­
pany them to the barns of the employers 
of team company.

Into Custody at St. Louie. Lodz, May 4.—A terrible riot occurred 

at the church, of the Holy Ores» yester­
day evening. When a number of Roman 
Catholics aroumdi the edifice began sing­
ing the revolutionary songs a Coasack 
patrol came up at a gallop and began 
shooting into a crowd of people huddle* 
on the church steps, some of the bullets 
entering the sacred' edifice striking the 
altar. Several persons were killed. A 
panic ensue* among the people in tbe 
church. Many were injured in the 
crush for the doors. After the crowds 
had dispersed workmen in groups fell 
upon a member of the police, who was 
found- alone in the streets, and he was 
nearly beaten, to death before he was 
rescued.

POISONED BY MORPHINE.
:: Fifty People Reported to Have Died in 

the Inland Country of China.
London, May 4.—Cabling from Tokio 

the correspondent of the Daily Mail re­
ports that dense fogs continue to pre­
vail on the China and Japan sea. The 
correspondent says that it is definitely 
known to Japan that on May 2nd ships 
of the Russian second Pacific squadron 
were in Port Dayte, to the northward of 
Honkobe Bay, Aimam.

The Daily Moil’s Hongkong corres­
pondent says that numerous steamers 
are constantly plying between Saigon 
and the Russian warships with full car­
goes of provisions and cattle. He adds 
the report that American and German 
newspaper correspondents at Shanghai 
have chartered the steamer Fusang, os­
tensibly to view the coming naval bat­
tle. The vessel he reported as flying the 
French flag, but it is believed she is real­
ly Russian property, with a mission to 
locate Vice-Admiral Togo.

According to a story from Amoy, it 
has been the custom to smuggle morphine 
into that section as the duty on the drug 
was very heavy.

Business Suspended.
Warsaw, May 4.—All business and street 

traffic partially ceased at noon. Some of 
the houses are barricaded. A few merchants 
who tried to keep open were visited by 
pickets of workmen who ordered them to 
shut their places of business Immediately. 
Nearly all the street cars stopped running 
yd the. cab service Is entirely suspended. 
Many cabs earlier In the day were stopped 
by parties of youths who compelled the oc­
cupants to alight, In some Instances 
forcibly throwing them out of the vehicles, 
and then ordered the drivers to go home.

Immense crowds have gone to Brundo 
cemetery, where the victims of Monday’s 
shooting are burled.
