The Lezislatura.

The Provincial Rudget was disclosed on
Wednesday last in the Legislature hy
Hon, Provincial Secr:tarv Welderburn,
He referred to the matter of public debt
in the ahstract, stating that every Budget
in Europe showed increase in that respect.
This led to reference to the hard times
still being exprrienced at home and abroad.
He said notwithstanding the loss of re
venue from the Crown Lands. this Pro.
vince occupied a better position than any
other in the Do.ninion, with the sing'e
exception of the great Province of Untario.
Referring to the financial statements of
the Provinces of Quebec and Nova Scotia
he said he would cast no reflections on the
man agement of the finances of those Pro.
vinces, New Brunswick's credit had been
kept upand its expenditures reduced. The
net amount of Dominion Subsidy for 1880
was placed at $427,500. 1In refercnce to
the expenditure, under the head of admin-
istration of justice, which exceeded the
estimate by $3,698, he would say that the
excess was for jury fees, as would appear
from au examinatiou of the details in the
report of the Auditor General. The jury
tees in the Osborue case alone were $2,872.
I'he excess for reporting the Supreme
Court was caused by the fact, that the
work had previously been about a half
year behind hand, and it had been brought
up to time. The increase for b ar bounty
was caused by the fact that more bears
were killed t'is year than the year pre-
ceding. The expenditure for the | egis-
lature exceeded the estimate, but hon
geutlemren wounld remember that the in-
crease was occasirned by committees and
otherwise, the Government not being re-
spongible. There was a large item for
telegraphing, but it must be remembered
that the Government was flooded daily
with telegrams on business of no particu-
Iw importance. The' Government had
tried by advertisement in the Roya! Gaz-
ette to break up thissystem, but had not
succeeded. It was the intention of the
Government to put the prepaid plan in
operation and thus compel correspondents
to prepay their messages or use the mails.
