Rev. J. G. Shearer and Rev. T. Al-
bert Moore have returned from Phila-
delphia, wh.ere they attended the meet-
ing of the International Federation of
Sunday Rest Associations of America.
There were present delegates from New
York City, New York State, the New
England States, the State of New Jer-
sey, Philadelphia, the State of Penn-
sylvania, the State of Qhio, Cleveland,
the State of Wisconsin, and Canada.

The meetings were characterized by
perfect harmony and much enthus-
iasm,

Among the resolutions adopted, in
which Canadians will be deeply inter-
ested are the following:

1. This federation co1izratulates the
Parliament and people of Canade on
the enactment of its Jord’'s Day Act,
which is recognized as at once the
most effective and the most reasonable
Sunday law in the world, securing the
liberty of the weekly rest day to the
largest number possible of Canadian
workingmen; and the federation
pledges itself to do all in its power to
secure a similar blessing for the people
of the other nations of the Continent
of America, and directs that a copy of
this resolution be forwarded to the
Right Honorable the Premier of Can-
ada, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and to the
press,

The second resolution notes with
gratitude the movement among drug-
gists in the United States and Canada
in the direction of voluntarily refusing
to sell on Sunday anything but medi-
cines or sick-room appliances, and to-
ward the shortening of hours of open-
ing. -

After noting the fact that in Bel-
gium and in Switzerland, according to
Government reports, there has been a
reduction of more than 50 per cent. in
railway accidents caused by the mis-
takes of employes since these countries
stopped Sunday freight traffic, and the
fact that the Parllament of Canada
has recently largely res;ricted Sunday
freight traffic on.

TORONTO, June 5—It is announced
that the sale has been about completed
of the Spanish River Pulp and Paper
Company'’s interests to a syndicate with
headquarters at Rhinelander, Wiscon-
sih, for two million and ‘a half, The
Spanish River pulp concession was the
subject of a hot controversy when
granted by the late government in 1889.
The company was entitled to select 50
square miles of land along the Spanish,
Vermillion, and Onoping rivers. In re-
turn’ they were to pay the province 20
cents a cord for spruce and 10 cents for
other woods. They were also to’' spend
$500,000 in mills and plant and employ
250 hands: The pulp mill has been erect-
ed at Webbwood and a dam and works
have been constructed to genecrate
pawer from Spanish River waterfall.

Jery plant which is to cover 35 acres

"“is shartly to be erected here by Gooder-

hma and Worts, of Toronto, Hiram
Walker Co., of Walkerville, Seagram of
Waterloo, Wiser Co., of Prescott, Corby
of Belleville and the Hamilton Distil-
ling Company, all of whom are inter-
ested in the, general distillery company
of Toronto. The distillery will be one
of the largest on the continent, and
with twenty-five acres of cattle sheds
capable of housing from 3,000 to 4,000
head of cattle for fattening purposes
for the British market.

New York After Wickel The-
-aters and _§1gt_ Machines -
Investigation Shows that the Young Form

Majority of Glientele of Such
Places.

NEW YORK, June 5.—It is expected
that some time this week Mayor Mc=|

Clellan will revoke the licenses of 400
odd nickel theatres and penny-in-the-
slot arcades in the greater city. For
more thamr two months the police de-
partment and the Gerry Society have
ben making a thorough inyestigation of
these cheap amusement places.
majority of cases it has ben found.that
the character of the entertainment
given is extremely detrimental to the
proper moral development of the child-
ren who form the greater part of jithe
clientele of such places, and the report
which is now in the hands of the head
of the licence bureau advises that the
licénses of the offending show men be
revoked. ,The report. may reach the
mayaQr. tomorrow, , An, itemized . list
‘of the places visited by investigators
included remarks of the conditions ex-
isling in .each arcade or “theatre.” In
all the places children were found,
numbering in some cases as many as
30 or 3. An examination of the
pictures which they were viewing in
the penny machines revexled the fact
that many were vulgar and sugges-
tive, while an.equally large number
were of the blood and thunder -type.

In Brooklyn, a number of clergy~
men, headed by the Rev. Floyd Ap-
pleton, pastor of a Protestant Episco-
pal Church, have started an indepen-
dent crusade against the moving .pic-
ture shows in that borough. Al-
though their main object is to prevent
the managers from  running their
places on Sunday, the movement will
probably lead to an investigation sim-
ilar to the one conducted im .Man-
hattan. On Friday the clergymen
gained their first victory, when several
managers were fined for running on
Sunday.
