Cincinnati, Ohio, April 16—~How a
pretty Irish mald ran away with a
curly haired butler, married him and
immigrated to America, where a4 son
was born to them, who became a gen-
eral in the Union army, in the civil
war, one of the distinguished lawyers
of the Ohio River Valley, an attorney
for the Pennsylvania Railroad Com-
pany and a friend of the late President
