Newfoundland fishermen are reluct­

While the home treatment of tuber­
culosis has many advantages, it is 
generally recognized that the constant 
supervision of the patient, which san­
atorium life affords, is absolutely in- 
dcspeusible to affect a cure and this 
is usually impossible to maintain at 

.home, unless the patient has had pre­
vious sanatorium treatment.

There is also certain inspiration 
obtained from fellow patients, from 
their sympathy, their optimistic spirit 
of enthusiasm which refuses to bo dis­
couraged, even when fighting a most 
deadly foe, day by day, hour by hour, 
an inspiration that can only be under­
stood and appreciated by those who 
have experienced sanatorium life.

It is found that patients, with few 
exceptions, much prefer remaining out 
of doors whenever possible, and we 
enjoy sleeping in the open air even 
when the temperature is very low. 
There is an effect of exblleratlon an* 
buovancy in the pure open air th<« 
tends to chase away the blues ; it is a 
mental as well as a physical stimulus.

We hope that the time is coming 
when there will be free and compul­
sory examination of pupils in our pub­
lic schools by a physician competent 
through specialization, of detecting the 
disease in its incipient stage; that 
expectoration in public thoroughfares 
will be a punishable offence, and that 
the citizens of every community will 
demand hygienic conditions in their 
surroundings.
