The dead at first were reported ac-
counted for in a pitched battle be-
tween the strikers and sympathizers
and the imported pit strippers, when
the local men attacked the barricad-
ed workers at dawn.

Later, however, open statements
from scores of persous on the streets
here wera'to the effect that the work-
ing men surrendered at the first on-
slaught and, after having been tied
into groups of three and six, were
cruelly massacred, told to run a gaunt-
let of rifle fire, only to be shot down
at distances of a few feet when, wouna-
ed, one or two of a group would fall
and drag the other to the ground,
stabbed and hacked to death with
knives, beaten with clubs, and at least
three of them hanged, while in the
instance of six men, at least, they
were said to have been dragged over
& rough road behind an automobile,

QCincinnati, O., June 23—John L.
Lewis, in a statement here today, de-
clared “the United Mine Workers of
America is not to any degree respon-
sible for the unfortunate occurrence
at Herrin, Ills.” He said the organis
ation of which he is president never
encouraged and condoned lawlessness.

“Sinister influences,” Mr. Lewis de-
clared, had been at work among the
miners, “to incite and inflame the
spirit of violence.” Coal companies he
