Saw Mill. District Afire, Flames
Spread to Residences.

Davenport, Towa, July 25.—Fire in the
sawmill district is sweeping through
several blocks and getting worse. The
loss will be heavy. At 9.45 p. m., nearly
a square mile is in flames. The firemen
aided by companies from Rock Island and
Moline seem powerless to check the spread
| of the conflagration. Sparks from a loco-
| motive are said to have started the fire.
The fire laid waste to an area of saw-
mill and residenc® property equal to 20
ordinary city blocks. The flames pushed
their way into the adjoining residence
distriat, closely settled with middle class
homes from which the occupants escaped
only with their lives and the clothing on
their backs. Over fifity homes were burn-
ed, resulling in a hundred families being
reridered homeless; loss $700,000.

A DAY OF DISASTER

IMOKE THE YACHTS|

Constitution Hit Twice on a Ledge, |

and Columbia Beat Her -- Two
Other Accidents.

Newport, R. L, July 925—The Columbia
today, in ‘a rattling thrash to windward,
from New London to Newport, gave the
Constitution a great and unexpected beat-
ing, the Constitution finishing a good third
of a mile astern of her antagonist and be-

ing defeated two minutes and five seconds.
'V'he race was seiled in weather that, as a

“jule, has just suited the Constitution, the

wind never exceeding a 12-knot gale, and
the sea being smooth.

It was-not until Newport was reached
that an intelligent explanation of the
drubbing could be given.

Phe Constitution,-following right in the
wake of the Columbia, struck twice on a
ledge near the Race Rock lighthouse.
"There was a substantial bump and after
this accident her speed was diminished
and she sagged off to leeward.

A diver was sent down tonight, but was
unable to'make a satisfactory examinatiom
and Mr. Duncan decided not to racc the
boat funther until she has been hauled out
and opportunity given for a thorough An-
vestigatioh. 'I'here will be no race between
the big sloops tomorrow.

The Columbia had the best of the start,
but had it not been for another streak 'of
ill fortune, the Constitution would have
crossed the line first, As the Constitu-
tion went for the line, suddenly a cat
boat laden down to the gunwale with New
London girls, got directly in the way. It
was hard up the helm to clear her, other-
wise there would have been a cat boat
run down and perhaps the loss of many
lives. Next a tug boat got in the ocean
pathway and, causing the Constitution to
gybe, gave her the worst of the start.

‘Columbia went on ahead without hitting
anything. After passing Race Rock, the
Constitution showed an inability to point
or sail fast, which was very astonishing to
those who have watched her from her
launch down to date. The Columbia, beau-
tifully handled in the dead “nose ender”
from Race Rock to Brenton’s Reef light-
ship, got the Constitution under her lee
and kept her there to the finish line.
About 50 tacks were made between Race
Rock and Brenton’s Reef and many miles
of blue water were wasted in keeping the
Constitution blanketed.

The wind was from northeast and blow-
ing at a 10-knot gait at the start. When
the yachts passed Race Rock it blewdue
east, almost dead in the teeth of the fleet
from that point to the finish line. After
Race Rock was passed it grew puffy and
the foremast of the schooner Muriel snap-
ped off in two places and made a complete
wreck of the fast and beautiful . yacht.
'he main topmast parted in two about
eight feet from the masthead. Y

A third accident happened to the Rain-
bow, Vanderbilt’s yacht, which broke her
peak halyards.

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NEW AND INTERESTING TURN IN
CELEBRATED FOSBURGH CASE.

Women Make Afidavit in New York Supporting the Theory That Burglars
Shot May Fosburgh—Thursday’s Evidence at the Trial.

Pilttsfield, Mass., July 25.—In the Fos-
burgh manslaughter case today Mrs. R. L.
Fosburgh, the gray haired mother, went
upon the stand and ‘told in simple words
how her daughter May passed from her
life; told how masked men entered her
room, appearing before her with hideous
coverings upon their heads; told of her
husband’s fierce and terrible encounter in
the bedchamber; told: of how she heard
her little daughter Beatrice cry out, “Oh,
Mamma, look at May,’ ’and described the
torturing scene when she found her daugh-
ter lying upon the floor in the agonies
of death and then saw her eldest son fall
down unconscious. Her  voice failel her
and she shed tears. The other members
of the family sat listening to her word-
oicture.

“Did you notice the relations of the
family to each other while you were
there?”

“I did. They were very devoted and
affectionate.” .

“And would you say that of all the
members ?”’

“Yes.” g

These were among the questions which |

were put to and answered by. Miss Bertha
L. Sheldon, of Providence. By her testi-
mony the defense wished to show that
there were burglars in the house and that
they were seen by little Beatrice.

‘Miss Sheldon was relating the story of
her awakening by a “piercing scream” and
declared that she heard a shot, that she
opened the door leading to May’s rcom
and cried, “What is the matter.” Robert,
Beatrice and her father and mcther were
in dhe bedroom at the time. Witness saw
the body of May upon the floor and at
that instant Beatrice replied, “Burglars
have entered the house and shot May.”

Harry 8. Plumb, a mneighbor, told of
theaning the screams and pistol shots, the
cries for help and also saw the footpriats
on the ground. This witness was corro-
borated by his wife. Mrs. B. E. Bullard,
now of Madison, Wis., who declared that
on the fatal night she heard two men
talking about midnight loudly in front
of her house and that afiter they had been
gone about an hour she heard pistol shots
far off.

Mrs. Nellie Beverley, of East Cheshire,

4 who at that time lived in Pittsfield, on

Beaver street, testified that her husbaad

"was very s.ick on the night of Augz. 20
‘and she claimed that he was disturbed by

the loud breathing of two men who had
stopped running when opposite her house.

She opened the blind and told one of the
men who was etanding by a tree, to go
away. The incident excitéd the sick man
so greatly that as a result he died two
days later. =

Mrs. Fosburgh was the last wibzess of
the dey, and immediately after her tes-

Nuw York, July 25.—Captain Titus,
dhief of the Newv York city detective
burecau, today forwarded to Chief of Police
Nicholson and Distriet Attorney Ham-
mond, of Pittsfield, Mass., two aftidavits
concerning the Fosburgh case.

The police . official - refuses to divulge
the names of the persons making the af-
fidovits, He says they came from two
women, both of whom are at present in
this city. The principal affidavit is made
by a woman who says that she and.a man,
whose name is also kept secret, were in
Springfield, Mass., on the night of Aug.
19 Jdast; that he left her that might in a
house in one of the side streets of the city,
telling her he was ‘“broke” and that he
was geing out to “make a touch.” He
was gone all day and night on the 20th,
the day of the Fosburgh tragedy, and re-
turned la‘e at night on the 21st in pretty
bad condition. He told her, she swears,
thait he had been “doing a trick,” that he
went up againet “an alarm,” which Cap-
tain Titus explaine. to mean a burglar
alam, and that he had to use a pistol,
but that he didn’t know whether or not
he bad hurt anybody. He:told the woman
he had beea through Warren, Mass.

Then according o the affidavit, the wo-
man came to New York. She did mot see
the man again- until September when she
met him in this city on the Bowery. She
says she read about the Fosburgh tragedy

timony waa concluded, the defense rested.’

the mext morning after the man returned
o hef in Springfield and that he changed
the subject when she mentioned it; when
they met here she again alluded to the
matter and he again made light of it and
changed the conversation. ‘lhe other af-
fidavit is from a woman who swears that
the first women told her the above story.

Captain Titus tonight made public the
aflidavits. 'Lhe first is made by Alice
Dugan, who says that-she is a house-
keeper on East 42nd street, this city.

She deposes: “That a girl named
Handiside, of Springfield, who is living
with her now, told her about three weeks
ago that a man named Lew Gray and
another man visited the house of the Fos-
burghs on the night of the 19th of August
and found a revolver on the table, and
that he shot a girl and escaped.”

"fhe second affidavit is made by the
Handiside woman, but signed “J. Gray,”
the lagt name being that of the man wich
whom she had been living. She says that
at Springfield on August 19, she met Gray
on Main street. He told her he was going
to “make a touch.” She met him again on
the 21st, and he told her that he and a
fellow named Albert Foy “did a trick” at
a house in Pittsfield; that he heard a
noise in the house and found a revolver
on a table and he shot at some one. He
also said that he got a gold watch and hid
it under a large tree at Warren.

The next time she met him was in the
middle of September in New York, on the
Bowery, near Stanton street. He told her

then that he had an awful time getting:

away from Springfield; that he had to
jump the limited express and that le
thought the police were after him. She
also said that he served time in Spring-
field, having been arrested by Detectices
Harrington and Conner. He also served
time, she said, in England. He is about
40 years old.

The Gray woman, among cther things,
caid ‘that Gray’'s full name was William
Tewis Gray, and that the name under
which he was séntenced to jail in Spring-
field was Wm. Jones. She added that her
mother “worked out” in Springfield and
Westfield.

The aflidavits were made today.

Pitisfield, Mass., July 25.—Chief Nich-
olson was seen late tonight in reference
to the reported affidavits that Chief Titus
is said to have sent him, and he said that
he knows mnothing whatever about the
matter and that he has not received the
aflidavits. He said the story was prob-
ably like similar ones that have come up
at differcnt times in the last six months.

Halifax, July 25.—(Special)—Steamer
Minto, with the governor general and
panty, arrived here at 11 this morning
trom Hawkesbury and docked at the ord-
nance wharf.

Governor Jones, Vice-Admiral Sir Fred-
erick Bedford and the commander of the
Trench cruiser Islay paid their respects.
The governor general shontly after noon
visited the Crescent and Islay and reiurn-
ed calls, being received with a salute
from both ships.

FE BARGES SUNK WITH

Bridgeport, Conn., July 25-Five ‘coak
barges in a tow of eieven behind the tug
Resolute, of the ‘Empire .. Transportagion
Company, were sunk in the Sound a mile
west of Bridgeport light today, and for a
time it seemed as if the entire tow ‘would
sink. Seventeen men.and ed women
and children were g.boa.r.‘dd eg‘;t barges,
which were struck by a gale which’ sprung
up without a minute’s warning. ' They
were rescued with the greatest:di
Captain Snow found that he could not
get the remaining six barges into por
without assistance and he made distress
signals which were answered by the tug
Isis of this city.
