FINE OF $100 OR
THIRTY DAYS JAIL

Wm. Cameron Tells Story of Trouble
With Wm. Coleman — Effort to
Reach Settlement Told Of--Alien-
ation Case Referred To.

In the police court Wednesday, William
Coleman recerved the maximum sentence
for pointing a revolver at William Cam-
eron, $100 fine or thirty days in jail with
bard labor. In passing sentence Judge
Ritchie commented severely on Coleman’s
behavior and said there was no provision
m the statute tor lashing, otherwise he
would have ordercd that Coleman be
whipped when going into jail and when
ceming out.

The policc had also reported Coleman
for carrying a revolver centrary to law
on the occasion of the trouble on the
bridge and on this count he was allowed
to go on suspended sentence.

Coleman was represented by Dr.A.W.
Macrae, while Mr. Cameron had no

counsel, A. A. Wilon being out of the
Dr. Macrae did not deny that Cole- !

city.
man pointed the revolver at Cameron but
pleaded lawful excusc' alleging that the
complainant had threatened the
fendant a year ago that he would shoot
him the first time he had a chance.
William Cameron first took the stand.
He related the  occurrences that led up to
the trouble of June 14. On that day he
said he knew his wife was driving with
(oleman out the -Manawagonish road.
He waited for them when they were
coming back over the Suspension bridge,
when he caught hold of the horse’s head
and ordered his wife to get out of the
carriage. He gave the order twice and

‘the second time Coleman rose from his |

seat and, taking a' revolver from his hip
pocket pointed it at him and said: “By
—— let go that horse’s head.” Coleman
repeated this and the complainant let go

his hold. The defendant then whipped

the horse up over the bridge towards the
city.

Since the present case in the police
court had commenced, Mr, Cameron con-
tinued, Mr. Barry, the coachman, had
called him out of the covrt room and
asked him if terms could not be arranged
by which he would be willing to let Cole-
man go. He replied that no such terms
could be arranged, alleging that he had
been too much abused by Coleman.

At this point His Honor remarked
that any one interfering or attempting
to interfere with a witness in a criminal
case rendered himself liable under the
statute.

To Dr. Macrae, Mr. Cameron said that
he had been married séventeen years. He
said he wae fifty-four years old while his
wife is thirty-eight years old. He was
aware that Coleman knew his wife’s fam-
ily. He denied that he was armed on
the night of June 14, He admitted tak-
ing a missile from his pocket and throw-
ing it at the buggy after it had passed
bim. He had never: made threats against
Coleman, he continued, except to his
wife, who, he eaid, is living at home with
him now as before.. He knew of at lcast
one occasion on which Coleman had call-
ed at his house eince a year ago last May.

William Coleman then took the stand.
He said he went out driving Sunday,
June 14, amd met Mrs. Cameron whom
he invited to accompany him. They
crossed the Suspension bridge, went
through Fairville and out the Manawag-
onish road a short distance. They were
out about an hour altogether when they
turned to go towards the city again. It
was about 8.45 or 9 o’clock and the horse
was walking over the Suspension bridge
when suddenly Cameron stepped up and
seized it by the head. The complainant
then said ‘“get out of that carriage,” look-
mg at him (Coleman) all the time. The
defendant then said he asked Cameron
to let go the horse’s head, but denied
having used any profane expression. As
the complainant did not let the horse go,
Coleman repeated his request and said he
saw Cameron put his right hand into his
pocket. Just then Coleman waid-he drew
a revolver from his hip pocket and point-
ed it at the complainant, who then let
the horse go. The animal immediately
started and after they werc past Camer-
on, something struck the buggy hard
enough to mark it.

In answer to questions by his counsel,
Coleman said he had reason to fear Cam-
eron who, on May 3, 1907, had threatened
to shoot him the first time he met him
in the street.

Dr. Macrac wished to have the records
of last year's case put in evidence to
show there was a threat made.

His honor thought that matter was too
remote to be brought in.

In answer to further questione by Dr.
Macrae Coleman said that Cameron had
made no threat to him since. He said ne
had been at the complainant’s house once
since a ycar ago. He had made applica-
tion in the police court for permission io
carry a revolver. He had known Mrs.

GROVER CLEVELMD
- DIED WEDNESDAY

Princeton, N. J., June 24.—Former Pre-
sident Grover Cleveland died her at 8.40
a.m. today.

The passing away of Mr, Cleveland was
not immediately announced but was de-
layed until an official statemens had .been
prepared by the physicians who had been
attending him in the various periods of
his illness. While Mr. Cleveland had
been sersousty ill from time to time the
announcement of his death came like a
thunderbolt to those who had been watch-
ing his illness. Last night there was a
slight flurry among the friends of the
Clevelands that something was seriously
wrong with the ex-President. This was
occasioned by a visit of Dr. Bryant, of
New York, Mr, Cleveland’s physician for
many -years,” Mrd. Cleveland later in the
evening, discussing Dr. Bryant’s visits,
said there was no occasion for alarm, and
that Mr. Cleveland was getting along nice-
ly.- This reassurance totally unprepared
their friends for the announcement of his
death. Mrs. Cleveland was at home when
her husband passed away. The Clevelands
came here from Lakewood, where the for-
mer president lay sick for many weeks,
on June 1, and intended to go to their
summer home as soon as Mr. Cleveland
had gained sufficient strength to travel.

The following statement, signed by
Doctors Jos. F. Bryant, Geo. D. Lockwood
and J. M. Carnochan, was given out:—
“Mr. Cleveland for many years had suf-
fered from repeated attacks of gastro in-
testinal origin. So he had long standing
organic disease of the heart and kidneys.
Heart failure complicated with pulmonary
thrombosis and oedema were the imzdiate
cause. of his death.”

New York, June 24.—Mr. Cleveland was
71 years old on March 18 last. During the
past winter Mr. Cleveland kept close to
his home in Princeton until the approach
of his birthday, when he went to Lake
Wood with his family. He was a trustee
of the Equitable Life Assurance Society
of this city, and up to the time of his
going to Lakewood had attended to cor-
respondence in connection with his duties
for that society.

After he went to Lakewood, however,
he discontinued that work, and it soon
developed that Mr. Cleveland was suffer-
ing from an attack of trouble which he
had experienced many times before. Mr.
Cleveland was attended by Dr. Jos. Bry-
ant, of this city, and Dr. C. Rowe Lock-
wood, a specialist in stomach disorders,
was called into consultation. Dr. Bryant
made frequent visits to the distinguished
patient at Lakewood. Mr. Cleveland oc-
cupied a &uite of rooms on the second
floor of the Lakewood Hotel at Lakewoad,
and was constantly attended by Dr. Gaud-
enier, the physician attached to the house,
in addition to the visits of Dr. Bryant.
The fact that Mr. Cleveland remained at
the hotel after it had long been closed
to guests and that for many weeks no
attempt wasma de to take the former
President to his home in Princton, only
a short distance away, early made it evi-
dent that Mr. Cleveland's condition was

INSANE PREACHER

After Attempt to Shoot Wife
: in Street

HAD TERRORIZED COUNTRY

With Shotgun for Two Months.

been exonerated.

The Rev. Mr. Strauss become insane
two months ago, with homicidal mania.
He bagan roaming the country.at night,
with a shotgun in his hands and a rifle
swung over his shoulder. From crags
and tree tops he fired at men, women and
children. Most of the time he missed, but
on four occasions his aim was good, and
three men and a woman were hurt, but
not seriously. :

His wife and five children escaped from
his mania until just Before his death. Yes-
terday, when he started from his home at
Stople, fourteen miles southwest - of here,
for Fredericksburg, three miles from here,
with intent to kill, his wife ran before
him, shouting a varning to neighbors._

At the blacksmith shop of Max Kneiche
she was but a few hundred feet in front
of her husband. As she shouted a warn-
ing to the men in the shop, Strauss turn-
ed and fired at her, the bullet going wild.
Then he turned his rifle on Knziche and
again missed. Kneiche and a dozen armed
men who were in the forge with him ran
forward toward the minister, who was
again preparing to fire. Six shotguns and
as many rifles were fired at him.

Although wounded in a half dozen
places, the dying pastor staggered across
the roadway into a posture and sank un-
der a large oak tree where he had held
his first religious servicss in Gasconade
county. His slayers ran forward and sur-
rounded him. Strauss’ head was pillowed
on his wife's lap and the light of reason
gleamed in his fast glazing eyes for the
first time in two months.

- He said a few words to his wife and
then turned his eyes to the bare headed
men kneeling about him and died with
words of forgiveness on his lips.

Mr. Straues was forty-nine years old and
had been in Gasconade county for fiftéen
vears, most of the time as pastor of the
German Evang:lical Church at Stople.
Two months ago his mind weakened and
he was removed from his pastorate. He
ordered rifles and shotguns from St. Louis
and his house was a regular arsenal when

A Brilliant Young Mathema-

tician.

At the commencemea® exercises yester-
day at Yaie University, New Haven, Earl
Gordon Bill, of Wolfville, N. 8., was given,
the degree of Ph.D. in mathematics. Dr. -
Bill is just twenty-four years of age and
his carcer as a student has been strenu-
ous and brilliant. At seventeen he took
his B.A. at Acadia University, graduating
with honors in mathematics. He then
spent a year at the Mass Scliool of Tech-
nology, and then a year in the West, with
an engineering party of the (anadian Pa-
cific Railway. Aftex this he went tc
Yale University to pursue his studies i,
mathematics. In 1906, he received th
degrees of B.A. and M.A. with honors i
mathematics. In 1907 he took the 1
Forest prize of $400 in mathematics.

This year he has been teaching in the
university, and writing his Ph.D.- thesis.

Next year Dr. Bill has a permanent in-
structorship at Yale, and is to give lve-
tures in the graduate school of Yale Unj-
versitv. His Ph.D. thesis will be pub-
lished this summer M the Transactions of
the American Mathematical Society. He
proposcs teaching a couple of years or so
at Yale and then expects to go to Ger-
many and Italy and take up advanced
work in geowmetry.

As a teacher, instructor and tutor at
Yale, Mr. Bill has had a most successful
carecr. llis clearncss and energy in,;hc
classroom have been commeonted on most
flatteringly by the Yale faculty,

Dr. Bill is a son of (. R. Bill, collector
of customs at Wolfville, and is a grand-
nephew of the late Rev. 1. K. Bill, D.D,,
well remembered in this city both as a
preacher and editor. Dr. 3ill married
Miss Vanwart, daughter of Aldermaa
Vanwart of this city, and he will spend
his vacation in St. John and Woliville,
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
