A DARING ROBBERY.

A most daring robbery was committed
last evening on the lron Mountain Rail-
rohd. As the train which left here-at9.45
yesterday morning came in sight of Gads’

Hil) station, 120 miles below this city, at
4,50 p. m., it 'was signalled to stop, the
switch turned and the train run on the
side. track  As the train stopped Con-
ductor Alford stepped off to ascertain
what was the matter, when he was con-
fronted by a man wearing a mask. A
pistol was placed to his head and he was
marched off. The engineer, fireman, maik
agent, CXpress messenser, and other
train men were seized by five masked and

guard. ‘The robbers then went through
the entire train and took frem the pussen-
gers about $2,000 and a large amount of
jewelry. They also took from Adams’
Express messeliger about: 83,000 and
sifled the mails. - The robbers then left
in a southerly direction and after the
rclease, the train started southward.
The robbers left a note on the train of
which the following is a copy, the origi-
nal being now in pessession of Conductor
Alford : “The most daring robbery on
record. The south bound train on the
Iron Mountain railroad was robbed here
this evening by five heavily armed men
of ———— dollars. The robbers arrived
at the station a few minutes before the
arrival of the train and arrested the
agent and put him under gnard. They

then threw the train on a switch. The

robbers were all large men, none of them
under six feet tall. They were all
masked, and started in a southerly direc-
tion after they had robbed the train. All

'were mounted on flne blooded horses.

There Is a hell of an excitement in this
part of the country!
