ZOLA'S SECOND TRIAL,
The Eménent French Novelist Again
Sentenced by the Court.

Versailles, July 19.—The second trial
of M. Emile Zola and M. Perreaux, pub
lisher of the Aurore, on the charge of
libel brought against ¥ém by the officers
of the Ksterhazy court-martial, was
recommenced here yesterday in the Assize
Court.

When the proceedings opened yesterday
M. Labori raised several objections to the
trial prooeedings, which the court over-
ruled. The public prosecutor charged M.
Zola with shunning the trial, to which

respondent of the Times, telegraphing
Sunday, says: ‘‘In the riots at Ning-Po
to-day a large mob attacked the police
station. The French police and the mar-
ines from the French cruiser Kclaireur
fired on the mob on two oocasions, Thir-
teen natives were killed and over thirty
wounded.

Later M. Zola and Perreaux were each
sentenced to a year's imprisonment, to
3,000 francs’ fine, and to pay the costs of
the suit.

KILLED IN A NAWAY.

Mrs, (Rev)) C, J. S. Bethune Killed at

Port Hope.

Port Hope, July 19.—About 7 o'clock
last night, while Smith Bros.,
were driving Mrs. (Rev.) C. J. S. Be-
thune from Trinity College School over
to some friends in Knglishtown, where
she was going to spend the evening, the
team ran away on Mill street, and Mrs.
Bethune, no doubt fearing that they
ﬁd run into the lake, jumped from
fhe rig just below the Royal Hotol, re-
celving such injurles that sho died about
an hour after the acocident. Had Mrs.
Bethune remained in the rig she would
have been uninjured, as the driver suc-
ceeded in stopping the horses before reach-
ing the foot of Mill street.

Indignation Prevails.

Great indignation prevails here at what
is considered an outrage on British justice
and fair play, and is looked upon here as
a proceeding that is worthy only of a
country in whioch the rights of a subject
are unknown, and an insult to the people
of Canada, Mr. Porter was compelled to
roturn to Belleville withoutgseeing his
client, and to wait until the deteotives
get thoroughly satisfled.

Mackie Is Weakening.

Robert Mackle 1s weakening fas$, and
a confession may be expected at any time
from him. It has leaked out that abous
650 unsigned Dominion Bank bills were
found at.his house in Belleville.

This was last night vorroborated by the
local police. Mackle feels his position
kéenly, and presents a striking oontrass
to the placid demeanor of Ponton.

The prisoners in the jall at present are
. H. Ponton, Kd. Pare and Robert
Mackie. None of them wear prison garb,
and all have their food sent in to them.
All have money, and especially Pare, who
huas a large amount in the keeping of the
jailer. At 7 a.m. the cells are opened,
and the prisoners let out. 'I'he day”hours
are spent in reading and walking up and
down the corridors, though ne commu-
nication among them is allowed.

Pare’s Confession,

Pare's confession," made at Manchester,
N.H., 18 in the hands of Police Magis-
trate Daley, who refuses to make it pub-
lic, except in minor details. He clalms to
have rich material in his hands. In this
confession, it {8 clalmed—thus coinciding
with the detectives' theory—thas Ponton
gave out the combination of the safe,
helped to count the swag in his room,
and got His share, amounting to $8,000.

Prisoner Ponton is kept supplied with
money and an arrest is expeoted $o be
made in Belleville that will show whero
his alleged share of the plunder was
placed. An astonishing fact is disolosed
by conversation with- many leading
townsmen, that every woman in town is
loud in protestation of Ponton's inno-
cence.

Colton’s Arrest a Practical Joke.

A practica' joke that may have far-
reachiny consequences was played as
Kingston on Sunday night, when a man
named Chambers, passing himself off as
Detective Dougherty, arrested Dr. Colton,
proprietor of the Campbell House, Nap-
anes. Some of the papers gave curren
to this arrest as connected with the bank
robbery, but this is ridioulous.
