Mr. MclIneruey, Chairman of the Tim-
erick Board of Guardians, said, like the
other celegates, he had no intimation of
ihe change of programme, and he counld
not approve (il aiter consultation with
his friends.
" Mr. J. F. Riordan, solicitor, Delfnst,
.said he came to the meeting ignorant of
the intended change of programme, and
he opposed it, believing that it would
nol bein the interests of the National
.cause in the North., The National
League had emancipated them in the
North, and they did not care to change
it for a new organization which they had
1o take on trust.
Mr. Doyle, Limerick Leader, support-
ed Mr. Harrington’s amendment, and
Mz, Louis Smyth, Magherafelt, said they
should be careful about changing the
name of an organization that had done
80 much for the people.

Taking the same views which my
hrothe v would take, snd the sume views
of our Independent Party, [ am ready to
contitue the fight out ta the end if the
Independent people mean to fight by
bucking us up to the end, and to decide
that short fight at the next elections.
But if the Parnellites of Ireland will not
hack us up to the end, why, Isay, then,
that, for the general wellare of all, n
change is nbsolutely neceesary. Ireland
cannot go on in disgrace.

While our Party has the sympathy of

all classes and societics, we only have

the sympathy of one in twenty to con-
tinue divided, while for Unity and an
undivided Independent Party under Mr.
Redmond we would have the sympathy
of twenty toone. That is the general
opinion of the world. The other party
would only have the sympathy of cer-
tain classes, and therefore would never
be as strong as ours.

I need not g2y I am confident Home
Rule would be further arsured under
my brother's own party than any other.
His policy is mine. Ibelieve noweither
in fight or uniting ot all parties, but
the success at the outcome must be
assured. Ireland will never bave again
tbat enthusiastic sympathy she once had
with a united party, unless she becomes
once more united. Ii she becomes once
more united it would create new life to
the cause. In my opinion, it must be
fight now by the Independent pacty,
backed up to the teeth by her people, or
to unite with all, )

The final struggle must soon. coms,
and it 'is the duty of all Parnellites to
say. fight orpedce. Formyself I am for.
fight if'we get an army of Parnellites to
back us up. . If not my idea woud be for.

THE PUBLIC MELTING,

In the evening a public meecting was
held in the Round Room Rotunda.  The
platform was occupied by Mr John
Redmend, M.P.; Mr William Field, M
P ; Mr.J. J. Clancy, M P.; Mr. Patrick
U'Brien, M. P.; Mr. Leaniy, B. L., and
other prominent Parnellite supporters.
Mr. T. Harrington, M P, was not pre-
sent, althcugh he attcnded the confer-
ence which was beld earlier in the day.

John Redmond, M.P, touk the chair,

The ¢ 'pairman, whe was loudly cheer
ed, n1d ;. The conference of Independ-
eut Nationaligts which was held at the
Mansion House that day, and this meet
ing: were goxd evidence ol the fidelity,
strength and contidence in the tnture of
the DParncllites of Ireland (applause).
The conlercnce was the most ropresenta
tive of the Parnellites of Ireland that he
had had the honor of presiding over
(hear, hear). Aud although ay that
gathering tuere were npon some minoe
mattera differenees ot opinion he bad no
hesitntion in saying that upun the one
ereat viral issue, namely, the necesaity
of continning the tizhit on independent
principles in Ircland, there was practicsl
nnuninity-—almast anity—and to fur
ther that policy a new Independont
arganization was started (hear, hear).
The N tional Leagae, which bad filled o
i+rze place in the recent history of Ire-
land, and el achieved valuable results
fr the people, wad in the maun an
agrarian movement. it won for the
tarters of Ireelund tne most vafuable
benetita, and yel, notwithstanding, it
wns inciepitably troe that the great
bilk of the tacmers, forgetful alike of
aratitinde and of vredom {applause) de-
serted that crranization ol the National
Leagure when 1 a moment ol erisis that
orzanization took it stand upon the stde
oi  Nwtionn!  indepondent  priociples.
The Irich Indepeouent weague, which
the alterd circumstanees of public life
in the ¢untry made necessary, wus
founded upon a wider base, and he be-
lieved thmt large sections of  Irish
Naticnalists who held aloof from the
Natdonal League would feel justified in
supporting aml in aiding tue new or
ganization (hear, hear)s A political
party withont an organization bebind it
was powerless, and indeed was little
short of an sbunedity. Lo night he ap
peated to the Independent Nationalisty
of Ireland and to their fellow country
tnen across the Atlantic to give them
sucn un organized force at their back ag

The Chairman continned to say that
in 1893 Mr. Gladstone warned the House
of Comm ns that if his bill were rejected
that the demand of the Irish members
might become & demand for Repcal of
the Union, and he (the chairman) on the
same occasion said—* We in Ireland
may have to fall back upon the argu-
ment of the invalidity of the Act of
Union and on the necessity of repealing
the Union instead of accepting this or
any similar compromise” (applause).
The Parnellite party had a great mission
befc re it. They might be in a minority
in Ireland ; but bow often in the history
of Ireland had minorities been wrong ¥

A Voice—Never (o laugh).

The Chairman was convinced that if
they had here as across the Atlantic
manhood suffrage, and could count head
for head théy would not be in & minority
to-day. They could maintain the brave
struggle of the past few years in favor
of absolute freedom of thought and ac-
tion in political matters in Ireland
(hear, hear), and thereby they could
prove to_their Protestant fellow-country-
men that they should be assured of their

The Mayor of Cork, in seconding the
resolution, said that this new movement
would not have dictation from any quar-
ter. He believed the present was & most
opportune time to Iaunch this new or-
gapization. They bad been told by Mr.
Harrington —— .

The mention of Mr. Hurrington's
name was received Wwith prolonged
cheerg, and some groaning.

The Mavor of Cork—\We have been told
that the National League is dead, and
therefore if it is dead let us build on its
ruins & new organization. I caun say for
the Nationalista of the South—

A Voice—Threa cheera for Harrington
(lnud cheers and some groans.)

The Mayor of Cork (warmly) And
three cheers raore for Redmond (cheere).
Gentlemen, it is to be regretted that
anything like that should be introduced
at any meeting of the Independent
Nationalista of lreland. Mr. Harrington
had done his duty.

The Marosr of Cork concluding said
they bad not met there that night to
tind fault with any man, bnt to build
up a new organization Lo carry on the
fight for I=eland.

The resolution was adopted.

Mr. Louis Stiyvesant Coanler, of New
York, next addressed the meeting, ard
said that he was there speaking on be-
half of the Parnellites, becanse he be-
lieved that the platform read that
night introduced the principle of Am-
erican freedom, He believed that when
allairs became stagnant & change was
good, and if they started » new move-
ment on the old lines their organiza-
tionr would be watched with interest in
America.

Mr. Fimund Leamy, ex M.P., support-
ed the resolution.

The resolution was put by the chnir-
nin, and was met with loud cries of
*Aye” and some cries of * No, no.”

The Chairman--Passed unanimously.

Dr. Kenuy szid that the conlerence
had sey at rest toat Irishmen meant by
unny a unity that would be a strength
and an hononr and not dishonour—a
anityv that woull put before everytiuing
the freedom and the happiness of Irdland,
and that torcver there was an end to the
cry of a union which would mean dis-
honour, as wonld a union it they azso-
clated themselves with the murderers of
Varnell, whether these murderers walked
the daylight in the drew of laymen, or
whether they were clothed in the sacred
garh of the cleric.

Rev. W. A, McDonald, ex-M.P., second-
ed the motion,

The motion having bheen puased, Mr.
Redmond nodded his thanks, and the
proceedings ended.

The old Vietorhe Bridge was complen-
ed in 1860, dive years and a hatf alter i1s
conmmmencement in July 1851, Its formal
opening took place on the oecuston of
the visit of His Royal Highuess the
Prince of \Vales, to this country, on
August 23, 1860. The DPrince Iaid the
laat stone and drove the fast rivet, and
the day was celebrated in a suitable
manner throughout the city and prov-
ince.

Perhaps no railway bridge ever built
created ut the time snch universal ad-
miration for its noble proportions and
the skill displayed by its engiveers as
«lid the Victoria Bridge in 1860. Its great
length, gigantic size and stability ren-
dered it one of tne great engineering
feats of the century, and it was built, iu
many of ita important details, with no
existing precedent for its consiruction.
The iron tubes are a mile and a quarter
long, the weight of each being 903
tons. The area of surface requiring
puinting was no itess than 32 acres.
More than 3000 men were kept steadily
employed in its buoilding, and its tot
coat exceeded $7,000,000.
