nable the Union of the
Monarchy of France with
that of Spain, that the In-
convenience thould like-.
wife be provided againift,
leti, in detfult of my iffue,
the cafe fhould happen
that this Monarchy fhould
devolve againto teHof
of dufiria, whofe Domi-
nions and Dependencles,
even without the Union
of the Empire, would make
it formidable ; a Motive
which at other times made
it juftifiable to feparate
the Hereditary Domini-
ons of the Houfe of Au-
fria, from the Body of
the SpanifJh Monarchy ; It
being agreed and fettled to
