bring down day Cannon with them, we doubt not of
your fruftrading their Defigns, and repulfing them, as
Governor Falleriine did the 26th June 1709, an Account
whieteof we: fend' you herd “inclofed. for y-ur Govern-

- ment; therefore we defire. Mr. Jiffer to ftay Three

Years longer in thé Country, for our Defence: Wé
will fend you all fuch further Neceffaries, proper thereto,
as you fhall inform us are wanting for your Prelervation
and that we will, at the End of the faid Three Years,
give Mr. Jilirer fuch Gratuity as fhall be reafonable;
tor his ftaying in the Country, and fuch further Reward
as he fhail meris, for defending the Fa®ory, in cafe of
an Attack.

18th. In cafe you are attacked at Hewdy Houfe, and
notwithltanding'a vigorous Refiftance, you thould have
the Misfortune to be overpowered; then you are to
nail up the Cannon, blow up the Houfe; and deftroy
every thing that can be of Service to thé Enemy, and
make the beft Recreat you can to the Fadtory. -

1gth. We dire& you, That you get the beft Infor-

mation you can, from the Trading Indians, whether the
Freénch are making any Preparations to ‘come down to
the Falory, or have lodged any Provifions, Stores, or
Ammunition, at certain Diftances for their Supply :
We alfo direct you, for your detter Security ac all
times, to kéep Two Indians in the Falory, with civil
and kind Ufuge, and fend them out every Morning,
for Intelligenee; to a proper Diftance, fo as that they
nay return in the Evening; and, provided they do not
return, that it be an Alarm to you; and that you there-
upon prepare youriclves for a vigorous Defence. But
you muft not, upoh any Confideration, let thofe Indians

have the leaft Knowledge of the Ufe you intend to
make of their not returning.
