He began to
publish a yearly weather almanae, which
had an enormous circulation in the United
States and Canada, and for some time he
published a monthly weather bulletin.
Many of Mr. Vennor’s prophecies turned out
untrue, like those of all weather prophets,
Jut he was more successful than most in
this line, probably because he carefally
studied the movements of birds and other
animals, whose instinct tells them far more
about the weather than men can tell by
themselves. In 1575 he published a v
valuable book, called “Our Birds of Prey.
Mr. Vennor died of a spinal disease, which
he said was caused while camping out on a
long geological expedition. His father and
a brother died only a few weeks ago.
