- The cylinder on which the clothes
are put in is about thirty inches in diameter
and fourteen inches wide. By bars, placed in
the interior, three cavities are made, and as it
revolves the clothes are carried to the top,
when they fall down in the next cell Kach
time the cylinder makes a revolution the
clothes make three plunges. It is worked b{
a lever which has connection with a cog wheel,
and so is the work that a small
turn it with one hand with ease.

The exhibition commenced at three o’clock.
Twenty pieces of white clothes, including
sheets, towels, cuffs and collars were put in,
and after the machine had- been in motion
seven and a-half minutes they were put
through a ringer. Then a dozen pieces of
ove and smocks of the dirtiest kind, such
as used by firemen, were put in. The cylinder
was put in.motion and the dirt fairly rolled
out. The water had to be changed several
times. After eleven minutes the garments
were taken out and pronounced gg the specta-
tors as being satisfactorily washed. To give it
a fair trial the dirty clothes should have been
soaked. Mr. McCrossan's machine turns work
into play.
