On
the other hand, many of the powers con-
cerned in the treaty of Berlin cannot be
looked on as true allies. The interests of
Russia and Britain in the East are not
identical, and if the government of Mr.
Gladstone lend its support to a pro-Rus-
sian policy its doom is sealed. Then Ger-
many, Italy, and Austria have claims, pre-
tensions and interests in the settlement of
the Turkish difficulty, more or less antag-
onistic, We are therefore deeply impress-
ed with the view that if hostilities once
begin a general European war must be the
result. A speedy termination of the pre-
sent painful uneasiness in European poli-
tics may at all events be looked for.
Peace or warmust soon be decided on, and
the Eastern question settled we trust for-
ever.
