It {s not, perbaps, cor-
rect to eey that any treaty agreed to by
Mr. Chamberlain would have been, for no
other resson, rejected by the Senate of the
United States, but it was no less a proof
of the insanity and utter incompetency of
tbe Government to eppoint to the delicate
task of negotistivg a treaty a men who
wae known to be eo distasteful to the
American people as Mr. Chamberlain,
The sympatby of the Americans towards
Ireland is real, and it was therefore fcolish
in the extreme to appoint as chlef nego-
tiator for Epgland a man sgainst whom
popular feeling was 8o strong on account
of his bitter enmity to Irelsrd. It wasto
be expected that such a man could not
attain a satlefactory result, The L:ader
pute the matter in the following way :
“Lord Salisbury knew, no ome better,
that the appointment of Mr, Chamberlalu
a8 our Commiselover would be regarded
as a premeditated insult by the Irish
Americans aud by the great body of all
other Americans, whoin the main arein
eymgathy with the suffering Irish in Ire.
land. Lord Sslicbury ls not a tyro in such
matters, He cannot be acquitted of delib
eration in the course he took, and it is
fair to assume that he krew that whatever
Mr. Chamiberlain favored would be likely
to be resented and rejected by the Uanlted
States Senate. That 1s enough to condemn
him for being ready to plunge us futo
war with the United States rather than
forego the opportunity the dispute gave
kim of flouting the American Repuulic,
which he hates as a Republic, arnd its
Irish citizens. To carry out the poiley
which it may be fairly assumed was
sgreed upon, Mr, Chamoerlain, after his
appointment and before his departure,
1ndulged, to the amazement cf every one,
for its breach of diplomatic etiquette, and
fts utter want of common sense, in
speeches the most irritatiog to the Amer-
icans on the subjact of bis mission.’’
