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The subject of conversation, which is in all

To compensate
New Brunswick for what she is losing, would
require more than the amount necessary to yield
this sum yearly, because the revenue trom this
source i8 likely to go on increasing for years to
come, as our trade expands. But suppose we
estimate it at the present yearly revenue, it
would require a capital sum of $1,050,000, at
6 per cent., to compensate for whzxwu lose.
 Of course the lmperial Goverment will pro-
vide that this amonnt be paid over to our
Government either in the lump sum, or yearly,
if New Brunswick, stands upon her rights, and
surrenders all her export duty or none.

But apart from the matter ot export duty, it
is telt by every member, wh()m‘l] have heard
expressing his views upoa the subject, that by
giving away the fisheries, without adequate re-
turnin trade relations, a most deadly wrong
has been done to the loyal people of New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia.

The resolutions which the Government will
introduce wilb, it is hoped, give a full opportu-
uity for a frank expression of opinion, aud it is
expected that the Legislature will take a digai-
fied stand, and express, in unmistakable lan-
guage, to the members of the Canadian Gov-
ernment the sense of our Province at least upon
the q ‘estion, and the course their regard for
-the well-being of an iategral portion of the
Dominion should induce them to pursue. Some
think it may be uselss to take any action,as the
matter is altogether under the control of the
Parliameot at Ottawa. But the majority feel
differently. They feel that the voice of justice
can be made to be heard even there, and that
if New Brunswick through her representatives
speaks out, she can make her intluence felt.

NOTICE TO THE PUBLIC.

The Post Oftfice Department having gone to a
great deal of trouble and expense to ensure, as far
as possible the safe transmission of money by Mail,
it is much to be regretted that the public will still
continne to send through the Post Office letters con-
taining money cheques, or valuable pap:rs without
availing themselves of the money order system, or
having their letters registered, the charge for which is
now only two cents. I'1e safest mode of remitting
is by money orders, but inlum‘cs where there are no
money order offices, the Registration system should
be taken advantace of.
When an unregistered letter, stated to contain
money, goes a-tray, suspicion rests not only upon
the Pest Office Employees by whom the letter has
heen handled, but upon the sender, and receiver
also for it has been known that parties owing money
when pressed for payment, in hope of either eva-
ding the debt altogether, or gaining more time in
which to pay it have stated that ther admittance
had been duly forwarded through the Post Office
when on investigation it was found that no remit-
tance has ever been made at all.
A careless or dishonest man may receive an
unregistered letter containing money, and forget,
or infentionaly omit to acknowledge its contents ;
in either case, however, the Post Office is blamed,
when, in reality, in many instances, no blame should
have been attached to it.
In connection with the foregoine remarks I an-
nex an extract from a report of the Post Master
Geners| ot Canada.
“ If the cousequence of this procedure were limi.
ted the mere risk of the loss of the money so sent,
the senders of the money in unregistered letters
might unreasonably urge that if they chose to en-
counter the risk, they shou!d be free to do so ; but
higher considerations are involved in |the question,
aud the chance of loss to the careless remitter is
really but the smallest part of the evil associated
withfthe practice. -
‘ The point of most importance to this country is
the cruel temptations which the enclosure of money
in unregistered letters throws in the way of the nu-
merous body of persons employed in this branch fof
the public service.
** Agaivst actual dishonesty on the part of the
Post Office employees a registered letter is uncom-
parably more secure than an unregistered one, for
an uuregistered let'er leaves no trace behind it
whilst passing in the great stream of ordinary cor-
respondence, though iis presence as a ;mony letter
a 3 the nature of its contents are, to any person
accustomed to handle letters as manifest as fthough
the letter had been singled out and marked by the
registered stamp.
“ Moreover, the safety of an unregistered letter
is dependent on the integrity of a Post Office clerk
during the whole time Jit remains in his custody,
frequently for hours and even days, whilst a regis-
tered letter will almost invariably have to be ac-
knowledged at the moment of its passing into an
Officer’s hands, and ;cannot therefore be suppressed
without leaving him individually accountable for
its disposal.”
These remarks are so true and forcible, that I
would earnestly reccommend their attentive per-
sual, especially by those who are in the habit of
sending money &c, by mail, in wunregistered letters ;
and I would further suggest that letters coutaining
money should invariably be sealed with letter seal-
l"y war.
