May next, at our laid City of Quebec, perfonally you be and appear, to
treat, do, a& and conclude, upon thofe things which In our faid As-
fembly, by the Common Council of our faid Province, by the favour of
God, fihali be ordained. In Tellinony whereof, thefe our Letters we
have caufed to be made Patent, and the Great Seal of our faid Province
