With the rapid sweep westward of 
the Bulgarians, the people of the 
Allied countries are watching with 
the keenest interest the negotiations 
which are proceeding between these 
Governments and the King and Gov­
ernment of Greece. These negotia­
tions are being carried out by the 
British Foreign Office in behalf of 
the Allies. Having failed to convince 
Greece that it was her duty to abide 
by the Serbo-Greek treaty and help 
Serbia when she was attacked, the Al­
lies have made a fresh offer to that 
dountry, including the cession by 
Britain of the island of Cyprus. This 
offer and an outline of possible fin­
ancial help is now being considered 
by the Zaimis Cabinet. Should ne­
gotiations fail, it is expected that 
Greece will be asked to demobilize, 
or clearly define her attitude.

Conversations are also proceeding 
with Roumania, which it is understood 
are in the hands of the French For­
eign Office. Meanwhile all the belli­
gerents realize that the best way to 
influente neutral states is to win a 
big victory.
