“In view of the evident lack of
harmony existing in the fire depart-
ment in the city, your committec
saw fit to make inquiries as to the
efficiency of different officers in tha!
department, After having examined
a number of members of the fire de
partment we have decided that a re
organization of the fire departmen
would be to the best interests
the city of Dawson.

“‘The chief of the department, Mr
Stewart, haviig tendered his resig
nation, we deem it unnecessary to
proceed any further with the investi
gation as to his efficiency

‘“With the evidence before us, youl
committee feels justified in saying
that the brigade deserves the great:
est credit for the promptness Wwill
which they respond to alarms.

“‘With reference to the charges pre
ferred against Chiel Stewart in re
spect, to soda ~ and acid sold to b
Eldorado Bottling Works, the fulles
inquiry has been made into the mat
ter and we find that the sale of thesc
articles has been a feégal one —and
that -Mr. Stewart eflected the trau
saction with “the approval of the
board of fire eommissioners of the
Yukon council.

(1t is evident that seriovs frictio
exists between the chiel and his sub
ordinates, and your committee ca
attribute it to no other cause than
that the chief had no establishel
rules and regulations by which to Lo
guided.
