DAMAGE TO PROPERTY.

The
former is some three miles and the latter
five miles from Wilmington. The ** Upper”
was the office and business headquarters of
the company. The report of damsge done
st Rockland proves erroneous as tolocality,
the pame of Roockland being erroneously
used for she buildings clustered sround
what is known locally as the * Upper
Yard" There are some fifty honses
inhabited by the employees of the powder
mills olustered here, and shey are sll
wrecked. The damage to property cannof
be thoroughly estimated to-uighs. The
foroe of the concussion broke windows even
in some parts of Wilmington, four or five
miles away. The cffice of the Dupont
Company is s complete wreck, and eix
mille are in ruins. BSeveral members of
the Dapont firm were iojnred by fallen
walle and broken glaes, bus none seriously.
They and eeveral clerks in the office were
alightly cut by broken glass. The dead
men were all employees of the firm, srd
were in and sbout the mills that explcded.
Several workmen who are missing are be
licved to have been blown to fragments.
The wounded received their injaries apiong
the walls, the fail'ng houses, and by broken
glags and flying debris. Had there not been
s general and instant exodus from their
bouses at the first Bhook the death liet
would have been much he&Vier, a3 many
would have been crushed in the ruinse of
ibeir dwellinge. -

THE EXPLOSION,

The first explosion oceurred in one « f the
packivg mills, where. a workman named
Grau was receiving a oan of hexagonal
powder, to be shipped for the use of the
United Btates Government. In some way a
spark communicated to the oan and it blew
up. Inetantly the packing mill exploded,
sud the other mills in the upper yards,
geven or eight in number, followed at in-
tervals of less than one second.  All theee
«xoept oue were ** rolling mille,”’ in which
the ingredients of gunpowder are pulver-
1z°d by the sction of vertical roliers ol
ctone turning slowly around a central post.
Che whole machioery i3 driven by water
power.  The odd one was a ‘' mixing
mill.” Immediately after the explogion a
larse building kuown as the * refinery,”
located near she centre of the vi lage, took
fice.” It was & matier of life and death to
the whole popu!ativn thet this fice should be
extinguishei b fore it ccmmunicated with
vhe powd.r the bui'ding coutained. Taking
heir Jivea in their hands the Dupont fire
brigade f ,ught the flames, which had canght
the roof, It was touch snd go between
sucoess and destruction, but tke firemen
won. Ilad the rcof fallen.in it is donbtful
if any man, woman or child in the vicinity
xould have escaped death orscrious injury.
\bout fifty families are rendered homvless
sy the disaeter, and many were 8o dazed
ny the terribie events of those few eeconds
as to seem hardly conscious of where they
are or what they arc doing. The irjared
are being gathered into the hospital build-
ing appertsining to the worke, and arere
c-iving euch aid as they need.- There ig
o chance of gitting a-y more news from
there o nighs. Owing to the rocky and
wooced oharacter of the locality bas listle
can be done in the way ol searching for the
missing or ssceriaining the extent of the
damnge s doue 10 property until daylight.
I leptone commurieation with the whole
neiy hborhood was broken cff by the ex-
plosion. The telegraph and telephone

He
chanced $o learn that Gallagher and Wil-
son were abous to gail for London on a
s cret mission, snd resolved 1o cross with
vbem. He mes McDermott in London aud
was introdunced by him to Dalton, whose
real name is O Connor, to whom McDer
mott had been introduced by Featherstone.
Lynch met Wileon in London and learned
trom him that Gallagher was at the ( har
ing Crose Hotel, under the nameof Fletoher
Lynch informed MoDermott, and they laid
their plans accordingly. Lynch was pro
vided with funds, and nitroglyc-rine wag
procured in Birmingham and taken to
Wilson's lodgings in Nelson Bqnare. Mean-
while McDermost had given explosives to
Dalton. Lynch was despatched to Bir
mingham just as he had written to Flan-
nigan in Liverpool in the name of Feather
gtone. After the examination of Bow
strect, MoDermott was allowed to visit
Lynch in prison, wherenpan Lync h turred
Queen's evidence against Gallagher, Wil-
#on, Dalton and Whitehead, who were each
sentenced to penal servitude for life.
