Polar Expedy.ion.

THE ADVENTURES OF THE AUSTRIAN EX-
PEDITION.

New Yorx, Sept 19.—A special
despatch to the London Times gives
the following acconnt of the Austrian
polar expedition. The Auastrian Payer
Weypreeht expedition left Tromsoe in
the Admiral Tequethoff on the 4th of
July, 1874. They encountered com-
pact drifu jce in 48 degrees east longi-
tode they reached the coast of Nova
Zembla, under the admiralty penin-
sula. They sailed along the const to
Birch Islaud, where they met Count
Wiltozek’s eloop Isbjornen. They
~ailed together with him further to
Bareut's Islands, near the promon-
tory of Nussan, where they remained
at anchor till August 21, 1872, on
account of mnorthwesterly winds.—
There a depot of provisions was es-
tablished. They parted with Count
Wiltozek and steered northeast the
same duy, and were completely frozen
in. They d;ifted with the ice four-
teen months, first northeast, to 73
degrees east longitude, and then
northeast until Oectober, 1873. In
Augyst, 1873, 8 new land was_ qri&_
covered. They driffed with the lce
along this land. They were frozen
and wintered in 79 degrees 51 win-
ates north latitude, and 59 degrees
east longitude. In March and April,
1874, sledge expeditions were sent
north and west, Eighty-two degrees
north latitude was passed and land
was seen to tho eighty-third degree.—
The extent of the land uvorthwards
and westwards was apparently con-
siderable. The ship, now being un-
tenable, was abandoned. Starting
on the 20th of May, 1874, with four
sledge-boats, they met the open water
on the 151h of August and crossed to
Nova Zembla, and weut along the
coast in search of vessels. They met
a Russian schooner on the 24th of
Angust in Puhchowany  Bay, and ar
rived at Vardoe, in Norway, on the
3rd of September. The health of the
crew was excellent. Engineer Kirsch
died in March, 1874, (rom tuberculous
diseases.

Launch of the Independencia.

The Brazilian ironclad Independen-
cia, which has for some time been
stuck in the Thames mud, owing to a
failure in the preparations for launch-
ing, bas at last been got afloat. The
London Z¥mes of the 10th ult., says:-

‘* At length, after considerable” de-
lay and a f:“ deal of specalation
apou the probabilities and improbabili-
ties of the result, another attempt
has been made, nné the Independea-
cia has peen successfully launched
from Messrs. Dudgeon’s yard. The
launch was effected a day earlier than
was expected, but the tide being
favorable, it was determinesl to make
the attempt, and theresults have fally
{uulﬂad that determination. Inorder,

owever, to render the attempt suc-
cessful, i was necessary (o prepare
the vessel for the event, and to pro-
tect her against any contingency
which might arise, as well as to effect
mechanieal arrangements for ussisting
in the final effort to get her afloat.—
To this end all the damage she had re-
ceived, both in her outer. and iuner
skin, was made good in a temporary
manner. She was rendered pertect-
ly water tight, an ,wol:‘frovlded with
o lalse bottom of wood,
placed amidships inside Ler, and was
about a third of the vessel's length.—
By this means that portion of her hall
which had been most severely dam-
aged was sirengthened and supported.
In the next place, pumping power
was supplied, which was quite ade-
quate to keeping her free from water,
however much she might leak. Ex-
ternally her ways were rve-arranged,
and under the bows Mr. John Dud-
£eon placed a powerful one thousand
eight hundred (on ram, in order to
lnie the weight off the first vise of the
vessel.
